Gulf Power and the Southun Company assert that certain of the infonnation provided 

to the Commission Staff during Its audit ofG..alf Power Company'• electric service quality and 

reliability is entitled to confidential c:lassifiea.tion pUTSuant to §366.093(3)(e), Florida Sllltutcs, as 

infonnation, the public disclosure of which would cause irreoarable lwm to the competitive 

interests of Gulf Power and the Southern Company.

KI'IOwledge of an 
entity's stre.ngths and wenkneuc:s would 
allow 11 competitor to tnraet its efforts to 
maximize its competitive position. Th.e 
potential competitors of Oulf Power and the 
Southern Company do not disclose such 
information which places Gulf Power and the 
Southern Company at a distinct disadvantnge. 
Thus the public disclosure of this infonll4tion 
would harm the competitive interests of Gulf 
Po~~o-u liS well as of the Southern Company 
and give an unfair advantnge to energy 
service providers who seck to compete with 
either company. OulfPower and the 
Southern Company resar<J this infonll4tion to 
be confidential and competi ti·::!y sensitive.
