On June 15, 1999 Sprint Communications Company Limited Partnership (Sprint) filed a
Complaint against GTE Florida Incorporated (GTE), and the above referenced docket was
established. In its Complaint, Sprint alleges that GTE denied its request for physical collocation
in GTE’s Bradenton Bay Central Office and failed to provide Sprint with a tour and detailed floor
plans of said location within a timely manner and as provided by law.

The parties subsequently resolved their dispute, and on July 21, 1999, Sprint filed a Notice
of Withdrawal of Complaint, wherein it states that it has toured GTE’s Bradenton Bay Central
Office and reviewed the associated floor plans.

Although the matter was set for hearing, no Order Establishing Procedure was issued, and
no other official action of the Commission was taken. Accordingly, at our request, the Chairman
canceled the prehearing and the hearing scheduled for January 3, 2000 and January 19, 2000,

respectively.
