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DISCUSSION OF ISSUES

ISSUE 1: Should the Commission accept the settlement offer proposed
by City of Ocala (Ocala) to resolve the apparent violation of
Section 364.183(1), Florida Statutes, Access to Company Records?

On February 16, 2001, Ocala’s request for
deferral from the February 20, 2001, Agenda Conference was approved
by the Chairman. Staff received a settlement offer from Ocala on
April 13, 2001, including a check for a $3,500 voluntary
contribution, to resolve the issues associated with this docket

(Attachment A, page 5). 1In its settlement offer, Ocala proposed
the following:

. A voluntary contribution of $3,500.

. To change procedures for internal mail routing.

. Provide the Commission with the correct mailing address and
contact.

Staff believes that the terms of the proposed settlement are
fair and reasonable, and staff supports Ocala’s settlement offer.
