(c) Security measures, systems, or procedures.
(d) Information concerning bids or other contractual data, the disclosure
of which would impair the efforts of the company or its affiliates to

contract for goods or services on favorable terms.

(e) Information relating to competitive interests, the disclosure of which
would impair the competitive business of the provider of information.

(f) Employee personnel information unrelated to compensation, duties,
qualifications, or responsibilities.

4. Sprint has treated and intends to treat the subject information as private and this
information has not been publicly disclosed. Furthermore, release of the information is
sensitive competitive information and disclosure of such information could cause harm to

the company's competitive business interests.
