ORDER GRANTING VOLUNTARY CANCELLATION OF 
PAY TELEPHONE CERTIFICATE 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

Fred Tosti (Fred Tosti) currently holds Certificate of Public 
Convenience and Necessity No. 2747, issued by the  Commission on 
July 2, 1991, authorizing the  provision of pay telephone service. 
The Division of Administration advised our staff by memorandum that 
Fred Tosti had not paid the 2000 Regulatory Assessment Fees  (RAFs) . 
Also, accrued statutory penalties and in te res t  charges f o r  late 
RAFs payments for the  year 2000 had not been paid. Fred Tosti was 
scheduled to remit its  RAFs by January 30, 2001. 

Pursuant to Section 364.336, Florida Statutes, cer t i f ica te  
holders must pay a minimum annual RAF of $50 if the  ce r t i f i ca t e  was 
active dur ing  any portion of the calendar year. Pursuant to Rule 
25-4.0161 (21, Florida Administrative Code, the form and applicable 
fees are due to the Flor ida Public Service Commission by January 30 
of t h e  subsequent year.  All entities that apply f o r  certification 
receive a copy of our rules governing pay telephone service. 
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On A p r i l  16, 2001, Mr. G r e g  Tosti, son of Fred Tosti, called 
our s t a f f  and explained that h i s  f a t h e r  had recently passed away. 
On M a y  2, 2001, the Commission received a letter from Mr. Greg 
T o s t i  requesting the cancellation of his father's pay telephone 
ce r t i f i ca t e .  He also asked t h a t  we write-off the  RAFs due on h i s  
f a t h e r  pay telephone certificate, including penalty and interest  
cos ts .  Accordingly we find it appropriate to cancel the 
certificate effective December 31, 2000. Mr. Greg Tosti shall 
return to this Commission the Order grant ing authority to provide 
pay telephone services. The Commission is vested with jurisdiction 
over this matter pursuant  to Sections 364.336, 364.285, and 
364.335, Florida Sta tu tes ,  

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Fred 
T o s t P s  Certificate No. 2747 to provide pay telephone services is 
hereby canceled. It is fu r the r
