NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THAT: 

It having appeared from the schedules of the debtor at the time of filing that there 
was no estate from which any dividend could be paid to creditors, the notice to creditors 
advised that it  was unnecessary for any creditor to file his claim at that time. 

It appearing subsequently that there is an estate from which a dividend to 
creditors may be paid, creditors MUST now file claims in this case in order to share in 
any distribution from the estate. 

CLAMS MUST BE FILED ON OR BEFORE: 06/11/02 

Claims which are not filed on or before the above-stated dale will not be allowed, 
except as otherwise provided by law. A claim may be filed in the office of the Clerk of 
Hanki-uptcy Court on an official foim prescribed for a proof of claim. 

Creditors who have previously filed a claim in this case need not file again.

Oebtor 

The person. corporation, or other entity that 
has filed a bankiuptcy case is called the 
dcbtor. 

Creditor 

I\ creditor is any person, corporation, or other 
entity to whom the dchtor owed a debt on the 
date that the bankruptcy case was filed. 

i’roi$ of Claim 

A form telling the hmkluptcy court how 
much the debtor owed a creditor at the rime 
thc bankiuptcy case was filed (the amount of 
the creditor’s claim). This form must be filed 
with thc clerk ol’ the bankruptcy court where 
the bankiuptcy case was filed. 

Secured Claim 

A claim is a secured claim to the extent that 
the creditor has a lien on property of the 
debtor (collateral) that gives [he creditor the 
right to be paid from that property before 
crediiors who do not have liens on the 
property. 

Examples of liens are a mortgage on real 
estate and a security interest in a car, truck, 
boat, television set, or other item of property. 
A lien may have been obtained through a 
court piuceeding before the bankruptcy case 
began; in some slates a court judgment is a 
lien. In addition, to the extent a creditor also 
owes money to the debtor (has a right of 
setoH’), the creditor’s claim may be a secured 
claim. (See also Unsecured Clairtt.) 

Unsecured Claim 

If a claim is not a secured claim it is an 
unsecured claim. A claim may be partly 
secured and partly unsecured if the properly on 
which a creditor has a lien is not worth enough 
to pay the creditor in  full. 

Unsecured Biorify Claim 

Certain types of unsecured claims are given 
priority, so they are to be paid in bankruptcy 
cases before most other unsecured claims (if 
there is sufficient money or property available 
to pay these claims). The most common types 
of priority claims are listed on the proof of 
claim form. Unsecured claims that are not 
specifically given priority status by the 
bankruptcy laws are classified as Unsecurea 
Noriprioriry Claitrrs . 

Fill in  the nanic of the federal judicial districl where the 
bankiuptcy case was filed (lor example, Centrdl Disttict of 
Califomia), the name of the deblor in  the bankiuptcy case, and 
the bankrupicy case number. I f  you received a notice of the 
case from the court, all of’ this information is near the top of the 
notice. 

Information about Creditor: 
Complete the section giving the name, address, and telephone 
number of the creditor to whom the debtor owes money or 
properly, and thc dcbtor’s account number, if any. If’ anyone 
else has already liled a proof of claim relating to this debt, if you 
never received norices from the bankluptcy courl about this case, 
i l  your address differs from that to which the court sent notice, or 
i f  this proof’ of claim replaces or changes a proof of’ claim that 
was already filed, check the appropriate box on the form. 

1. Basis for Claim: 
Check the type of debt for which the proof of’ claim is being 
iiled. I f  Ihc type of debt is not listed, check “Other” and briefly 
describe the type of debt. If you were an employee of the 
debtor, fill in your social security number and the dates of work 
for which you wen: not paid. 

2. Date Debt Incurred: 
Fill in the dale whcn the debt tint was owed by the debtor. 

3. Court .Judgments: 
It’ you have a court .judgment lor this debt, state the date the 
court entered the judgmcnt. 

Fill in the total amount of the entire claim. If interest or other 
charges in addition to the principal amount of the claim are 
included, check the appropriate place on the form and attach an 
itemization of the interest and charges. 

5. Secured Claim: 
Check the appropriate place if the claim is a secured claim. You 
must slate the type and value of property that is collateral for the 
claim, attach copies of the documentation of your lien, and state the 
amount past due on the claim as of the date the bankruptcy case was 
filed. A claim may be partly secured and partly unsecured. (See 
IIEFINITIONS, above). 

6. Unsecured Priority Claim: 
Check the appropriate place if you have an unsecured priority claim, 
and slate the amount entitled to priority. (See DEFINITIONS, 
above). A claim may be partly priority and partly nonpriority if, for 
example, the claim is for more than the amount given priority by the 
law. Check the appropriate place 10 specify the type of priority 
claim. 

7. Credits: 
By signing this proof of claim, you are stating under oath that in 
calculating the amount of your claim you have given the debtor 
credit for all payments received from the debtor. 

8. Supporting Documents: 
You must artach to this proof of claim form copies of documents that 
show the debtor owes the debt claimed or, if the documents are too 
lengthy, a summary of those documents. If’ documents are not 
available, you must atlach an explanation of why they are not 
available.
