ISSUE 1: Was a gain realized on the sale of UIF’s Druid Isle water system
and a portion of its Oakland Shores water system to the City of Maitland in
Orange County?

RECOMMENDATION: Yes. Staff believes a gain of $61,669 was realized on the
sale of UIF’s Druid Isle water system and a portion of its Oakland Shores
water system to the City of Maitland in Orange County.

APPROVED
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ISSUE 2: Was a gain realized on the sale of UIF’s Green Acres Campground
water and wastewater facilities to the City of Altamonte Springs in
Seminole County?

RECOMMENDATION: Yes. Staff believes a gain of $269,661 was realized on
the sale of UIF’'s Green Acres Campground water and wastewater facilities to
the City of Altamonte Springs in Seminole County.

ISSUE 3: Should the gains on the Maitland and Altamonte sales be shared
with the remaining ratepayers of UIF?

RECOMMENDATION: No. The remaining Orange and Seminole County UIF customers
should not receive recovery of the realized gains from the Maitland or
Altamonte sales.

ISSUE 4: Should this docket be closed?

RECOMMENDATION: Yes. If no timely protest is filed by a substantially
affected party, this docket should be closed upon the issuance of a
consummating order.
