3. A more specific description of this information is contained in 

Attachment A. This information is valuable and BellSouth strives to keep it 

secret. Therefore, such information should be classified as proprietary, 

confidential business information pursuant to Sections 364.183, Florida Statutes. 

Accordingly, it should be held exempt from the public disclosure requirements of 

Section 1 7 9.07, Florida Statutes. 

4. BeltSouth has treated -and intends to continue to treat the 

information for which confidential classification is sought as private, and this 

information has not been generally disclosed. 

5. Appended hereto as Attachment B are two copies of the requested 

documents with the confidential information deleted. 

6. Appended hereto as Attachment C is a sealed envelope containing 

one copy of the documents including the material, which is confidential and 

proprietary.

Pursuant to Section 364.1 83, Florida Statutes, such 
information is classified as proprietary, confidential business information which is exempt from 
Section 11 9.07(1) and Section 24(a), Art.1 of the State Constitution. 
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
