I. INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE OF AFFIDAVIT

1. I am employed by BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. (BellSouth) as Manager-
Competitive Analysis in the BellSouth Federal Regulatory Department. My business
address is 675 West Peachtree Street, Atlanta, Georgia 30375.

3. This Affidavit supplements the Affidavit of Victor K. Wakeling, (“Wakeling Affidavit™)
filed with t};;s Commission on May 31, 2001 in the abo've referenced proceeding.” The
purpose of this affidavit is to provide recent data to show that the local exchange market
in Florida is irreversibly open to competition, that competition is economically viable,
and that it serves the public interest.

4. The eihibitls provided with the public version of this Supplemental Affidavit contain
public information relating to local competition. Public exhibits ES-1 and ES-2 update
VW-1 and VW-Z.Frespectively of the Wakeling Affidavit. Both exhibits contain recent
informzi;[ion on Alternative Local Exchange Carriers (“ALECs”) operating in Florida.
Public ex};ibit ES-2 lists competitors with signed interconnection agreements with
BellSouth in Florida. Three exhibits, ES-3 through ES-5, contain confidential and
sensitive competitive proprietary information regarding individual ALLECs operating in
Florida. These exhibits update VW-5- through VW-8 and VW-10.% In the public filing,
these exlﬁbits are filed with the confidential information redacted. In addition, the
complete exhibits containing confidential information are being filed under seal.

5. The local market in BellSouth’s service area in Florida is irreversibly open to

competition. Moreover, as the evidence below shows, local competition in BellSouth’s

Florida service area continues to increase despite the recent economic downturn in the
telecommunications sector.

e Asof April 2002, ALECs with forty or more lines in Florida serve between 16.1%
(Method 2) and 16.9% (Method 1) of the local access lines in BellSouth’s service
area. See Exhibits ES-2 and ES-3.

e Since February 2001, the number of ALEC lines serving the residential customer
market in Florida has increased over 100%. See¢ Exhibits ES-3, ES-4 and the
Wakeling Affidavit at Exhibits VW-5 through VW-8.

e Between February 2001 and April 2002 the quantity of loop-port combinations
(“UNE-Ps”) increased from 56,032 to 292069, an increase of over 400%. See Ibid.

e Line share estimates produced by both Method One and Method Two show that over
the last year ALEC facilities-based competition in Florida has continued to grow in
both the residential and business markets. Despite the sluggish economy, facilities-
based business lines have increased as much as 70% since February 2001.

1L LOCAL COMPETITION IN FLORIDA

A. BellSouth’s Estimates of Local Competition in Florida

6. Local competition continues to thrive in BellSouth’s Florida service areas. ALECs are
taking advantage of all three modes of entry --- using their own facilities, unbundled
network elements (including UNE Loops and UNE-Ps) and resale. Utilizing these three
entry modes, ALECs offer a full range of residential and business services including
complete packages of voice and data services across BellSouth’s Florida service area.

7. BellSouth uses two methods for estimating local lines that ALECs serve in BellSouth’s
service area.* In Method One, BellSouth relies on data from various internal sources to .

display the number of ALEC E911 Listings, UNEs (including UNE loops and UNE-Ps)

and interconnection trunks (“IC Trunks").S These three categories are then used to
provide: an estimate of ALEC lines in service.

8. As stated in the Wakeling Affidavit, BellSouth’s Method Two uses the same
methodology as one approach presented by SBC Communications, Inc. in its 271 filings
with the FCC.® This methodology has been endorsed by the Department of Justice
(“DOJI”) and most recently relied upon by the Federal Communications Commission
(“FCC”) in assessing the state of competition in BellSouth’s Georgia and Louisiana
service area.” This estimate is based on just two categories — facilities-based ALECs’

9. Using Method One, BellSouth estimates that 115 competing carriers provide local
service to some 1,242,655 lines, or 16.9% of the combined ALEC and BellSouth lines in
BellSouth’s area in Florida as shown in Table 1 below.

Table 1 includes aggregate line totals for 58 carriers that are competing on a facilities-
basis. Over 88% of the total lines are served by ALECs using their own facilities, either
exclusively or in combination with BellSouth-provided UNEs and/or UNE-Ps. A

significant number of these facilities-based lines — 321,946 — serve residential

customers. Also, as of April 2002, 57 resale-only ALECs (each serving at least 40 lines) - -

were providing a total of 53,899 access lines in BellSouth’s Florida service area. Table

1 also shows that 52,951 of these resold access lines were residential lines and 948 were

business lines. Exhibit ES-3 lists the 57 resale-only ALECs that each serves at least

forty lines in BellSouth’s area in Florida and their respective quantity of lines by

residence or business class of service.

10. Table 2 presents results from Method Two, which relies upon E911 Listings and UNE-P

data extant for 46 facilities-based ALECs (as compared to the 58 ALECs included in

Table 1 where data on UNE loops or interconnection trunks are also considered). Using

this data, BellSouth estimates that ALECs are serving 1,022,413 facilities-based lines in

Florida."!

These 46 facilities-based ALECs also serve 92,221 resold lines. When the

lines from the resale-only ALECs are included, the overall total of ALEC lines becomes

1,168,533 which equates approximately 16.1% of the local access lines in BellSouth’s

service area.'?

I Of the total lines provided by ALECs, an ever-increasing number are being served

through UNEs'*, Between February 2001 and April 2002 in Florida the quantity of
UNE-Ps increased from 56,032 to 292,069 or over 400%. The quantity of UNE Loops
increased from 106,619 to 160,220 or 50%. Currently over one-third of all ALEC-
served lines in BellSouth’s Florida service area are provisioned utilizing unbundled
network elements (Loops/UNE-Ps) provided by BellSouth.

ALECs Provide Service Broadly Over BellSouth’s Area

As stated in the Wakeling Affidavit, the quantity of ALEC collocations is a powerful
indicator of the extent of facilities-based local competition in a given area. Where a
ALEC is collocated, it has at least “the potential to serve many more customers through
the leasing of UNEs. "'

As of April 2002 in Florida, BellSouth’s records show a total of 1,421 completed
collocation arrangements for over 50 ALECs. Currently 131 wire centers out of total of
201 in BellSouth’s Florida service area have at least one completed collocation
arrangement. See Exhibit ES-5. As shown in Table 3 below, a substantial portion of
the completed ALEC collocations are in 50 of the larger BellSouth wire centers. These
top wire centers alone serve over 60% of BellSouth’s business access lines.
Cumulatively, a total of 131 Florida wire centers have one or more collocations
completed that offer the potential for different facilities-based ALECs to address 93% of
the total access lines in BellSouth’s service areas. See Exhibit ES-5.

C. ALEC Industry and the Future of Local Competition

15. As shown above, competition has continued to grow in BellSouth’s Florida service area.
The financial difficulties that some ALECs are now facing indicate that the ALEC
industry is continuing to adjust to the recent economic downturn through consolidations
and restructuring.” Some ALECs, such as Covad and McLeod have successfully
emerged from Chapter 11 bankruptcy protection.18 New Paradigm Resources Group,
Inc. (‘.‘N PRG”) publisher of the CLEC Report 2002, reports “though struck by a severe
downturn in recent m(;nths, the competitive local telecom industry is far from dead and
many participants will ultimately survive to enjoy a successful future.” 9 According to

new access lines and wider market penetration.””’ In fact, the CLEC industry as a whole
is still very healthy.”! “Though the names of the players may seem to change from
month-to-month, and new service vehicles continue to encroach on traditional wireline
service, the key constant in [the ALEC] business is continual upward growth.”*
CONCLUSION
This supplemental affidavit provides the most recent information available on ALECs’
line share and collocation arrangements to demonstrate that BellSouth has met the Track
A requirements of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 in its Florida service area. The
recent levels of competition also demonstrate that ALECs’ line share continues to grow
and that BellSouth is providing ALECs access to BellSouth’s network facilities and
services in order to enable ALECs to deliver complete packages of voice and data
services over the ALECs’ own network facilities; over their own network facilities in
combination with elements of BellSouth’s network; and through the resale of BellSouth-
provided service offerings. Competition is well established, broadly based and
irreversible.
