Staff informed 
the company that its' tariff did not meet the requirements of Rule

filed. Therefore, it is not in t h e  public interest to grant  a 
certificate, to provide IXC services, to Envisage. We are vested 
with jurisdiction over this matter pursuant to Sections 364.335 and - 
364.337, Florida Statutes. 
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Based on the  foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the  Florida Public Service Commission t h a t  we 
hereby deny Envisage, Inc. d/b/a Envisage Texas, Inc. Is application 
to provide Interexchange Telecommunications service. It is further 

ORDERED that t h e  provisions of this Order, issued as proposed 
agency action, shall become final and effective upon the issuance 
of a Consummating Order unless an appropriate petition, in t h e  form 
provided by Rule 28-106.201, Florida Administrative Code, is 
received by the Director, Division of the Commission Clerk and 
Administrative Services, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, 
Florida 32399-0850, by t he  close of business on the  date set forth 
in the "Notice of Further Proceedings" a t tached  hereto. I t  i s
