RECOMMENDATION: No. A show cause proceeding should not be initiated.

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ISSUE 2: Should Florida Water’s amended application for amendment of Water 
Certificate No. 106-W be granted? 
RECOMMENDATION: Yes. Florida Water’s amended application to expand and 
delete territory should be granted. The territory amendment is described 
in Attachment A of staff’s September 19, 2002 memorandum. Attachment B is 
the resulting complete territory description f o r  Silver Lakes and Western 
Shores. Florida Water should charge t h e  customers in the territory added 
herein the rates and charges contained in its tariff until authorized to 
change by this Commission in a subsequent proceeding. 

ISSUE 3: Should this docket be closed? 
- RECOMMENDATION: Yesc No f u r t h e r  action is required and t h e  docket should 
be closed.
