Further, the requested rule waiver is inappropriate given 
that the interpretation and application of Rule 25-6.103(3), as well as the method of calculating refunds for 
Customers, is at issue and is the subject of comprehensive prefiled testimony in litigation pending in this 
docket.

Recommendation: No. This docket should remain open to allow this matter to proceed to hearing.
