Thursday, June 1 and Friday, June 2, 2006, have been reserved for continuation of the 
hearing if needed. At the conclusion of each day of hearing, the starting time of the next day's 
session, if any, will be announced. The hearing may be adjourned early if all testimony is 
concluded. 

The purpose of this hearing is to consider the petition of Gulf Power Company for 
issuance of a storm recovery financing order and to consider and any motions or other matters 
that may be pending at the time of the hearing. The Commission may rule on any such motions 
from the bench or may take the matters under advisement. 
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At the hearing, all parties shall be given the opportunity to present testimony and other 
evidence on the issues identified by the parties at the prehearing conference held on May 23, 
2006. All witnesses shall be subject to cross-examination at the conclusion of their testimony.
