Issue 1: Should the Commission approve the petition by BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. to change the
location of the demarcation point specified in Rule 25-4.0345(1)(b), Florida Administrative Code, for the
provision of non-residential basic local service at the commercial office campus located at 17777 Old Cutler
Road, Miami, Florida?

Recommendation: Yes. The Commission should approve the relocation of the demarcation point for the
provision of non-residential basic local service to the Palmetto Bay Village Center located at 17777 Old Cutler

Road, Miami, Florida to a single point of demarcation as determined by the property owner for all tenants’
services at the office campus.
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Issue 2: Should this docket be closed?

Recommendation: The Order issued from this recommendation will become final and effective upon issuance
of a Consummating Order, unless a person whose substantial interests are affected by the Commission’s
decision files a protest that identifies with specificity the issues in dispute, in the form provided by Rule 28-
106.201, Florida Administrative Code, within 21 days of the issuance of the Proposed Agency Action Order.
As provided by Section 120.80(13)(b), Florida Statutes, any issues not in dispute should be deemed stipulated.
If no person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed agency action files a protest within 21 days
of the issuance of the order, this docket should be closed upon the issuance of a consummating order.
