Method of computing portion of finance change. 
A portion of your finance charge is computed using one of the following methods as 
specified on the face of this statement. 
Average daily balance method subject to periodic rate. 
We figure a portion of the finance charge on your account by applying the periodic 
rate to the "average daily balance" of your account (including current transactions). To 
yet the "average daily balance" we take the beginning balance of your account each 
day, add any new (purchases, advances. loans) and subtract any payments or cred- 
its. This gives us the daily balance. Then we add up all the daily balances for the 
billing cycle and divide the total by the number of days in the billing cycle. This gives 
us the "average daily balance." 
The periodic rate charges are computed by muitiplying the "average daily balance" by 
the number of days in the biliing cycle and applying the daily periodic rates. 
DUE to the account being a variable rate line of credit, the periodic rate can vary 
Daily accrual methods subject to graduated periodic rates. 
We figure a portion of the finance charge on your account by applying the appropri- 
ate periodic rates to the appropriate portions of the "daily baiance."
