(c) Extended calling scope (ECS) coin calls - the rate equivalent to the local coin rate. 

(d) O+ toll non-person-to-person - a maximum rate of $0.30 per minute, plus a $2.50 $445  

charge. 

(e) O+ toll person-to-person - a maximum rate of $0.30 83-Q per minute, plus a $5.00 $325 

charge. 

(f) O+ non-person-to-person local - a rate equivalent to the local coin rate, plus a $2.50 $4225 

charge.
