5. Portions of PEF s attachments to its response to-OPC’s Request for
Production Nos. 25, and 33 contain competitive confidential business information of both.
PEF and third-party coal supply and transportation companies that PEF has contracts
with.. PEF negotiates-with potential coal suppliers and transportation companies to obtain
competitive contracts for coal options that provide econiomic value to PEF and its
ratepayers, Inorder to obtain such contracts, however, PEF must be able to assure coal
suppliers and transportation companies that sensitive business information, such as the
pricing terms of their contracts, will be kept confidential. With respect to the information
st issue in this request, PEF has kept corifidéntial and has not publicly disclosed
confidential contract terms such as pricing, and similar competitive information. Absent
such measures, suppliers and transportation companies would run the risk that sensitive
business information that they provided in their contracts with PEF would be miade
available to the public-and, as a result, end up-in possession-of potential competitors.

Fated with that risk, persons or compinies whe otherwise would coritract with PEF might




decide not to do so if PEF did not keep those terms of their contracts confidential,

Without PEF’s measures to-maintain the confidentiality of sensitive terms it contract

obtain competitive coal supply andiransportation contracts could be undermined.
Additionaily, the disclosure of confidential information in PEF’s coal supply
