a. Attachment A includes the complete and unedited version of St. Johns River
Power Park’s (SJRPP) March 2010 Forms 423-2, 423-2(a) and 423-2(b) and
Plant Scherer’s February 2010 Forms 423-2, 423-2(a) and 423-2(b) which
contain certain information that FPL asserts should be accorded confidential
treatment. The information in Attachment A for which FPL seeks
confidential classification has been highlighted. Attachment A is submitted
separately and marked “CONFIDENTIAL.”

b. Attachment B is the edited version of Attachment A. All information that
FPL asserts is entitled to confidential treatment has been blocked out in
Attachment B,

C. Attachment C identifies information for which confidential treatment is

sought and, with regard to each item or type of information, contains a brief
statement that explains the need for confidentiality and refers to the specific
statutory basis or bases for the request.

3. Pursuant to section 366.093, FPL secks confidential protection for the information
highlighted in Attachment A. FPL submits that such information is proprietary confidential business
information within the meaning of section 366.093(3). Pursuant to section 366.093, such materials
are entitled to confidential treatment and are exempt from the disclosure provisions of the public
records law. Thus, once the Commission determines that the information in question is proprietary
confidential business information, the Commission is not required to engage in any further analysis
or review such as weighing the harm of disclosure against the public interest in access to the
information.

4. ‘The statutory bases and support for FPL's assertion of confidentiality with regard to
specific items or types of information are set forth in Attachment C. The information for which

confidential classification is sought is intended to be and is treated by FPL as confidential and, to the

best of FPL's knowledge and belief, has not been publicly disclosed.
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5. Upon a finding by the Commission that the material in Attachment A for which FPL
seeks confidential treatment is proprietary confidential business information within the meaning of
section 366.093(3), pursuant to section 366.093(4) such materials should not be declassified for
eighteen (18) months, or as otherwise extended by the Commission. Further, the materials should be
returned to FPL as soon as the information is no longer necessary for the Commission to conduct its
business.

WHEREFORE, for the above and foregoing reasons, including those set forth in the
supporting materials included herewith, Florida Power & Light Company respectfully requests that

its Request for Confidential Classification be granted.
