Through discovery, staff became aware that Tennessee Telephone Service, LL.C d/b/a Freedom
Communications USA, LLC (¥reedom Communications) declared bankruptcy and that AT&T
suspended its access line ordering privileges. On November 29, 2010, Freedom
Communications acknowledged that AT&T disconnected its access lines. Since Freedom
Communications cannot provide service to Florida customers at this time, its pending ETC
petition is moot. Pursuant to APM 2.07, which states:
