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CHAIRMAN BRISE: All right. At this time we
will move into Item 3, and we are going to give staff a
few minutes so that they can get to the places that
they need to get to.

MR. BLOOM: Good morning, Commissioners.

CHAIRMAN BRISE: GCood morning.

MR. BLOOM: I'm Kevin Bloom with Commission
Staff. Item 3 you have before you is Staff's
recommendation in Docket 110013, and we have an oral
modification to make before we go any further.

On Page 6 of the recommendation, Paragraph 1,
Sentence 3, the percentage in that sentence that reads
44 .6 should read 46.4. That is a numeric
transposition; that is not a computational error. The
change has no effect on any aspect of the
recommendation.

CHAIRMAN BRISE: Thank you.

MR. BLOOM: With that, Staff is recommending
the Commission award the contract for
Telecommunications Relay Service to AT&T effective
Jurie 1, 2012. We base that recommendation on the fact
that AT&T earned the highest scores on the technical
aspects of the bidding process and offered overall the

lowest permanent price for relay and captioned

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telephone service.

Commissioners, I believe the recommendation
delves into the whys and the wherefores of how we
arrived at that recommendation, sc rather than
reiterate what is already before you, we're prepared to
answer any questions you might have.

CHAIRMAN BRISE: Commissioner Balbis.

COMMISSIONER BALBIS: Thank you, Mr.
Chairman.

And just to recap, this Commission originally
withdrew this RFP for several reasons. One, the most
important one was to provide additional information to
the bidders so that they can provide a more competitive
price for each type of call based on the volume. And
according to my review of the staff's summary, our
decision to rebid this contract in lieu of accepting
the previous bids will result in approximately $800,000
per vear in savings, is that correct?

MR. BLOOM: Sir, I think that number is
actually closer te $500,000.

COMMISSIONER BALBIS: Is it 500,0007

MR. BLOOM: Yes, sir. I would put it at,
assuming the Commission agrees with staff, $488,327 per
year for each of the three years of the contract, which

cumulatively is right at $1.5 million.
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COMMISSIONER BALBIS: Now, the 500,000,
that's from the current provider.

MR. BLOOM: Yes, sir, that's correct.

COMMISSIONER BALBIS: But I'm comparing it to
if we would have accepted staff's recommendation on the
previcus RFP, I thought that was closer to 800,000.

MR. BLOOM: Yes, sir, you are correct. I'm
sorry, I was comparing it to the current contract.

COMMISSIONER BALBIS: Ckay. Thank you. 2aAnd
I want to thank staff for moving forward with this
process. I know there were some concerns about time
frame, and I think that we were able to provide
additional information, have competitive bids, and
provide savings to the customers. So with that, I move
staff's recommendation on this item.

CHAIRMAN BRISE: All right. There's a
motion; is there a second?

COMMISSIONER GRAHAM: Second.

CHAIRMAN BRISE: All right. We have a motion
and a second. All in favor say aye.

(Unanimous affirmative wvote.)

CHAIRMAN BRISE: All right. Any opposed?

None. 8o the item carries.
