By letter received October 31, 2012, Embarq Florida, Inc. d/b/a CenturyLink filed a 
request for approval of an amendment to the interconnection, unbundling, resale, and collocation 
agreement with AT&T Communications of the Southern States d/b/a AT&T. Under the 
requirements of 47 U.S.c. § 2S2(e), negotiated agreements must be submitted to the state 
commission for approval.
