Number 2.

M5. COANDERY: Good morning, Commissioners.
My name is Kathryn Cowdery with the Office of
General Counsel.

Item 2 is the proposed repeal of Rule
25-17.006, Florida Adm nistrative Code, electric
utility system conservation end use data. This rule
requires certain utilities to submit information to
the Commission which is used in establishing energy
conservation goals. The rule has become unnecessary
because the information it requires is duplicative
of information available from other sources.

Staff is available to answer any
questioning.

Commissioners, are there any questions on
this item? Commissioner Balbis.

COW SSI ONER BALBI'S: Thank you,

Mr. Chairman. I don't have any questions on this item,

information, or any other work, I really appreciate it.
So I want to thank staff for bringing this for us -- to
us. And I know we are going to be, begin the goal
setting process soon, so I look forward to reviewing
this type of information in that docket.

I was
just going to kind of follow up on that to say that
my understanding is that this rule at this time, not
when it was adopted but as time has gone on, has
become somewhat unnecessarily redundant, and so
there is no -- by repealing this rule there is no
harm to the public or to the access of information.
And I also appreciate staff for continuing to review
our rules to help us stay current and efficient, and
I would move the staff recommendation.
