(4) A detailed description of the expense(s) reguesred on both a svstem and jurisdictional basis, if the utility is 
reguesting recovery of operating expenses: 
(5) A schedule showing how the utility proposes to allocate any change in revenues to rate classes, and the proposed 
rates, if the petition reguests a change in retail rates: and
