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Case Backeround

On November 3, 2014, Florida Power & Light Company (FPL) and Lee County Electric
Cooperative (LCEC) jointly filed a petition for approval of amendment to the existing territorial
agreement. The amendment is included as Attachment 3 to this recommendation.  The
Commission approved the existing territorial agreement in 1993, establishing service areas in
Charlotte. Collier. Hendry. and Lee Counties. : r\ territorial variance agreement relating to Lee
County was approved by the Commission in 1997.°

The instant petition follows a petition from Babcock Ranch Community Independent
Special District (Babcock Ranch) requesting the Commission to acknowledge Babcock Ranch as
a new municipal electric utility.” LCEC, the Florida Electric Cooperatives Association, and
Tampa Electric Company filed comments in opposition to Babcock Ranch’s Petition. Before the
Commission could take the matter under consideration, however, Babcock Ranch, LCEC, and
FPL requested the matter be deferred while the parties attempted to resolve their disputes in the
matter. On November 4, 2014, the parties advised the Commission that they had reached a
settlement agreement in the form of a territorial amendment which is addressed in Issue 1 below.
In addition, the parties’ notification to the Commission regarding the settlement stated, “[a]fter
the Commission has rendered a Finai Urder approving the territorial amendment and the time for
appeal has lapsed, the District will voluntarily dismiss its notice and petition in this docket.””
The Commission has jurisdiction over this matter pursuant to Section 366.04, Florida Statutes,
(F.S.).
