Due to changing market conditions, Sprint has determined that it should discontinue the
Sprint wireline consumer long distance services and associated features described above. This
discontinuance impacts all of your Sprint 1+ dialed calls. If you choose to have a pre-subscribed long
distance carrier, you will need to transition your service by September 19, 2015. In order to do so,
you will need to choose another fong distance service provider. Note that a new service provider
may require approximately two weeks to provision service to you. As a result, we strongly
recommend that you select a provider no later than August 19, 2015.
