On behalf of CSWR-Florida Utility Operating Company, LLC ("CSWR-FL"), please find 
below the company's responses to the Commission's September 8, 2021 deficiency letter: 

1. Notice of Application. Rule 25-30.030(6), Florida Administrative Code, (F.A.C.), 
incorporated by reference in Rule 25-30.037(2)(b), F.A.C., states that all applications 
requiring noticing shall be deemed deficient until affidavits of noticing required by 
Sections 367.045(l)(e) and (2)(f), Florida Statutes, along with a copy of the notice, are 
filed with the Office of Commission Clerk. After staff has reviewed and approved the 
notice of application, and the notices have been distributed in accordance with Rule 25-
30.030(5), F.A.C., please provide affidavits of noticing. 

CSWR-FL Response: Attached as Exhibit A is a revised copy of the proposed Customer 
Notice - revised to reflect the updated legal description of the service area. As soon as the 
Notice is approved by Staff, we will proceed with noticing and then filing the affidavits. 

2. Permits. Rule 25-30.037(2)(r)l, F.A.C., requires the applicant provide a copy of the 
utility's current permits from the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) and the 
water management district (WMD). The copies of the permits included in the application 
were issued by the respective agency to the Seller. Please provide copies of the applications 
required by the DEP and the St. Johns River WMD for transfer of the permits to the Buyer. 
Also, please ensure that the WMD permit transfer application also corrects the reference 
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to the township/section/range information for the areas served to include all of the 
certificated service territory for Certificate No. 249-S. 

CSWR-FL Response:  Both DEP and the WMD advise their transfer applications cannot 
be processed until after title closing of the real estate, which will not occur until after the 
Commission approves the transfer from North Peninsula Utilities Corporation (“NPUC”) 
to CSWR-FL.  Accordingly, CSWR-FL commits to filing with the Commission copies of 
the DEP and WMD permit transfer applications within sixty (60) days of closing. 

3. Right to Land. Rule 25-30.037(2)(s), F.A.C., requires documentation of the utility’s right 
to access and continued use of the land upon which the utility treatment facilities are 
located. Documentation of continued use shall be in the form of a recorded warranty deed, 
recorded quit claim deed accompanied by title insurance, recorded lease such as a 99-year 
lease, or recorded easement. The applicant may submit an unrecorded copy of the 
instrument granting the utility’s right to access and continued use of the land upon which 
the utility treatment facilities are or will be located, provided that the applicant files a 
recorded copy within the time required in the order granting the transfer. In Exhibit H to 
the application, the Buyer makes the following statement: 

Between the date of this application and closing, CSWR-Florida will 
conduct additional due diligence, which includes engaging a Florida title 
company to review relevant records related to real property assets North 
Peninsula proposes to transfer to confirm the rightful owner(s) and identify 
any title defects that will be cured prior to closing. Although documents 
required by Section 4.01(b) do not currently exist, they can be provided 
post-closing if necessary to establish CSWR-Florida’s ownership or long-
term use rights. 

Please be advised that this item will remain deficient until the required documentation has 
been provided. 

CSWR-FL Response:  Please find attached as Exhibit B an unrecorded draft deed.  
CSWR-FL commits to filing the executed and recorded deed with the Commission within 
sixty (60) days after closing. 

4. Compliance Inspection Report. Rule 25-30.037(2)(r)2, F.A.C., requires a copy of the 
most recent DEP and/or county health department sanitation survey, compliance inspection 
report, and secondary standards drinking water report. In Exhibit J to the application, the 
Buyer makes the following statement: 

North Peninsula Utilities Corporation does not have any DEP and/or county 
health department sanitary survey, compliance inspection report, or 
secondary water quality standards report, as it is a wastewater only facility. 
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While the Buyer is not required to provide the DEP and/or county health department 
sanitation surveys, and secondary standards drinking water reports, a DEP compliance 
inspection report is required for wastewater facilities. Please provide the latest DEP 
compliance inspection report for the wastewater facility. 

CSWR-FL Response:  Please find attached as Exhibit C a copy of the requested DEP 
inspection reports and related documents.

This Order 
established rates as set forth in “Schedule No. 4” in the attached Exhibit F.  Subsequent to 
this approval, NPUC was approved for a price index adjustment effective December 14, 
2019, which is set forth on the second page of Exhibit F. In 2020, per NPUC’s application 
for a 2020 price index rate adjustment, the Commission approved tariff sheets effective 
October 23, 2020, which are attached within Exhibit F.

A Complaint Inspection was conducted at your facility on April 14, 2021. During this inspection, 
possible violations of Chapter 403, F.S., Chapter 62-699, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), 
Chapter 62-610, F.A.C., and Chapter 62-620, F.A.C. were observed.   
 
During the inspection Department personnel noted the following: 
 

• Entries in the operator’s logbook indicate insufficient staffing by an appropriately 
certified operator.  This facility requires that a certified operator of at least Class C be 
on-site 3 hours per day, five (5) days per week, and one (1) visit each weekend. 

• Excessive odors were noted beyond the boundaries of the wastewater treatment plant. 

• A Rapid Infiltration Basin (RIB) at the effluent reuse area contained excessive 
vegetation.

The following 
unsatisfactory conditions were noted during the inspection. 
 
 

1. Entries in the maintenance and operation logbook indicate insufficient staffing by an appropriately 
certified operator.  This facility requires that a certified operator of at least Class C level be on-site 
3 hours per day, five (5) days per week, and one (1) visit each weekend. The facility operator was 
on-site for only (2) hour per day for (5) days per week. 
 

2. A leak in the potable water line was noted. 
 

3. The steel influent splitter box is severely deteriorated. 
 

4. The both rapid infiltration basins contained excessive solids and vegetation, the facility was also 
overgrown with vegetation.

1. The digester tank on the east side has a significant bow this needs to be addressed

CONSENT ORDER 

 This Consent Order (“Order”) is entered into between the State of Florida Department 

of Environmental Protection (“Department”) and North Peninsula Utilities Corporation 

(“Respondent”) to reach settlement of certain matters at issue between the Department and 

Respondent. 

 The Department finds and Respondent admits the following:  

1. The Department is the administrative agency of the State of Florida having the 

power and duty to protect Florida’s air and water resources and to administer and enforce the 

provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (“F.S.”), and the rules promulgated and authorized 

in Title 62, Florida Administrative Code (“F.A.C.”).  The Department has jurisdiction over the 

matters addressed in this Order. 

2. Respondent is a person within the meaning of Section 403.031(5), F.S.  

3. Respondent is the owner and is responsible for the operation of the Seabridge 

Wastewater Treatment Facility, 0.210 million gallons per day (MGD) three-month average 

daily flow (TMADF) wastewater treatment facility with reclaimed water and two rapid 

infiltration basins (RIBs) (“Facility”).  The Facility is operated under Wastewater Permit No. 

FLA011188-003 (“Permit”), which was issued on September 4, 2013 and will expire on 

September 3, 2018.  The Facility is located at Seabridge Drive, Parcel ID 321605000001, Ormond 

Beach in Volusia County, Florida, Parcel ID (“Property”).  Respondent owns the Property on 

which the Facility is located.  
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4. The Department finds that the following violation(s) occurred: 

a) Respondent failed to properly maintain the facility, in violation of Chapter 

62-620.610(7) F.A.C., which requires the Respondent to properly operate and maintain the 

facility and systems of treatment and control, and related appurtenances, that are installed and 

used to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit. The following disrepairs were 

noted during an inspection conducted by Department staff on March 20, 2018: 

i. Numerous holes were noted in integral components of the 

wastewater treatment plants. 

ii. Plant number 3 had a broken inoperable travelling bridge. 

m. The splitter box for the combined facility exhibited potential failure 

characteristics. 

b) Respondent failed to submit groundwater monitoring reports for the 

3rd and 4th quarter of 2017, in violation of Chapter 62-600.680 (l)(a) F.A.C. which requires 

Respondent submit Discharge Monitoring Reports to the Department in accordance with the 

frequencies specified on the Discharge Monitoring Report forms attached to the wastewater 

permit. 

c) Respondent failed to monitor the wells for Sodium, a required 

parameter in the permit, in violation of Permit Condition III.B.1.,2. and 5. 

d) Respondent failed to properly address chloride exceedances in the 

monitoring wells, in violation of Permit Condition III.B.1.,2., and 5. 

Having reached a resolution of the matter Respondent and the Department mutually 

agree and it is 

ORDERED: 

5. Respondent shall comply with the following corrective actions within the below 

stated time periods: 

a) Within 30 days of the effective date of this Order, Respondent shall retain 

the services of a professional engineer, registered in the State of Florida, to accomplish all of 

the following:

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i. Evaluate the Facility, including the effluent disposal system, 

associated collection system and groundwater monitoring plan, to discover the cause or 

potential causes of the non-compliance. 

ii. Design modifications of the Facility, including the effluent disposal 

system, collection systems and monitoring plan to ensure the Facility will function in full and 

consistent compliance with all applicable rules of the Department. 

m. Complete an application for a Department wastewater permit to 

construct the modifications developed pursuant to subparagraph S(a)(ii) of this paragraph, if 

such a permit is required. 

1v. Oversee the construction of any modifications to the Facility. 

v . Submit to the Department a Certification of Completion, prepared 

and sealed by a professional engineer registered in the State of Florida, stating that 

modifications to the Facility, including the effluent disposal system and collection system, 

have been constructed in accordance with the provisions of the Permit. 

v1. Contact Dr. Phil Kane, before initiating the treatment system 

evaluation described in subparagraphs S(a)i. of this paragraph. 

vii. In the event the Department requires additional information to 

process the permit application described in subparagraph S(a)(iii) above, provide a written 

response containing the information requested by the Department within 30 days of the date 

of the request. 

b) Within 180 days of the effective date of this Order, Respondent shall 

submit a complete application for a Department wastewater permit to construct and or 

implement the modifications and monitoring plan revisions developed pursuant to 

subparagraphs S(a)(ii) of this Order. 

c) Within 365 days of the effective date of the wastewater permit issued in 

accordance with subparagraph S(b) above, Respondent shall complete construction of the 

modification(s) developed pursuant to subparagraph S(a) and submit a Certification of 

Completion, prepared and sealed by a professional engineer registered in the State of Florida,

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stating that modifications to the Facility, including the effluent disposal system and collection 

system, have been constructed in accordance with the provisions of the Permit. 

d) Immediately implement preventative measures to ensure system failure 

does not occur due to deteriorating facility components while the process of reconstruction is 

under way, including, but not limited to the following: 

1. Repair the holes and corrosion in the tanks. 

ii. Repair the travelling bridge at plant number 3. 

iii. Repair or replace the damaged splitter box. 

iv. Repair the clarifier skimmer at plant number 3. 

e) Beginning immediately, submit quarterly groundwater monitoring 

reports by the due date established in the Permit according to the schedule in the following 

table:

f) Immediately begin sampling and reporting Sodium in all ground water 

monitoring reports as required by the Facility's Permit. 

g) Every calendar quarter after the effective date of this Order and 

continuing until all corrective actions have been completed, Respondent shall submit to the 

Department a written report containing information about the status and progress of projects 

being completed under this Order, information about compliance or noncompliance with the 

applicable requirements of this Order, including construction requirements and effluent 

limitations, and any reasons for noncompliance. These reports shall also include a projection 

of the work Respondent will perform pursuant to this Order during the 12-month period 

which will follow the report. Respondent shall submit the reports to the Department within 30 

days of the end of each quarter.

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6. Notwithstanding the time periods described in the paragraphs above, 

Respondent shall complete all corrective actions required by paragraph 5 within 545 days of 

the effective date of this Order and be in full compliance with Rule 620, F.A.C., regardless of 

any intervening events or alternative time frames imposed in this Order, other than those 

excused delays agreed to by the Department, as described in paragraph 14 of this Order. 

7. Within 90 days of the effective date of this Order, Respondent shall submit a 

written estimate of the total cost of the corrective actions required by this Order to the 

Department. The written estimate shall identify the information the Respondent relied upon 

to provide the estimate. 

8. Within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, Respondent shall pay the 

Department $500.00 in settlement of the regulatory matters addressed in this Order. This 

amount has been assessed for costs and expenses incurred by the Department during the 

investigation of this matter and the preparation and tracking of this Order. 

9. Respondent agrees to pay the Department stipulated penalties in the amount of 

$100.00 per day for each and every day Respondent fails to timely comply with any of the 

requirements of paragraph 5 of this Order. The Department may demand stipulated penalties 

at any time after violations occur. Respondent shall pay stipulated penalties owed within 30 

days of the Department's issuance of written demand for payment, and shall do so as further 

described in paragraphs 10 or 11, below.

(a) notify the Department of such sale or conveyance, (b) provide the name and address of the 

purchaser, operator, or person(s) in control of the Facility, and (c) provide a copy of this Order 

with all attachments to the purchaser, operator, or person(s) in control of the Facility. The sale 

or conveyance of the Facility or the Property does not relieve Respondent of the obligations 

imposed in this Order. 

14. If any event, including administrative or judicial challenges by third parties 

unrelated to Respondent, occurs which causes delay or the reasonable likelihood of delay in 

complying with the requirements of this Order, Respondent shall have the burden of proving 

the delay was or will be caused by circumstances beyond the reasonable control of Respondent 

and could not have been or cannot be overcome by Respondent1s due diligence. Neither 

economic circumstances nor the failure of a contractor, subcontractor, materialman, or other 

agent (collectively referred to as "contractor") to whom responsibility for performance is 

delegated to meet contractually imposed deadlines shall be considered circumstances beyond 

the control of Respondent (unless the cause of the contractor's late performance was also 

beyond the contractor's control). Upon occurrence of an event causing delay, or upon 

becoming aware of a potential for delay, Respondent shall notify the Department by the next 

working day and shall, within seven calendar days notify the Department in writing of (a) the

15. The Department, for and in consideration of the complete and timely 

performance by Respondent of all the obligations agreed to in this Order, hereby conditionally 

waives its right to seek judicial imposition of damages or civil penalties for the violations 

described above up to the date of the filing of this Order. This waiver is conditioned upon 

Respondent's complete compliance with all of the terms of this Order. 

16. This Order is a settlement of the Department's civil and administrative authority 

arising under Florida law to resolve the matters addressed herein. This Order is not a 

settlement of any criminal liabilities which may arise under Florida law, nor is it a settlement 

of any violation which may be prosecuted criminally or civilly under federal law. Entry of this 

Order does not relieve Respondent of the need to comply with applicable federal, state, or 

local laws, rules, or ordinances. 

17. The Department hereby expressly reserves the right to initiate appropriate legal 

action to address any violations of statutes or rules administered by the Department that are 

not specifically resolved by this Order. 

18. Respondent is fully aware that a violation of the terms of this Order may subject 

Respondent to judicial imposition of damages, civil penalties up to $10,000.00 per day per 

violation, and criminal penalties.

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19. Respondent acknowledges and waives its right to an administrative hearing 

pursuant to sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., on the terms of this Order. Respondent also 

acknowledges and waives its right to appeal the terms of this Order pursuant to section 120.68, 

F.S. 

20. Electronic signatures or other versions of the parties' signatures, such as .pd£ or 

facsimile, shall be valid and have the same force and effect as originals. No modifications of 

the terms of this Order will be effective until reduced to writing, executed by both Respondent 

and the Department, and filed with the clerk of the Department. 

21. The terms and conditions set forth in this Order may be enforced in a court of 

competent jurisdiction pursuant to sections 120.69 and 403.121, F.S. Failure to comply with the 

terms of this Order constitutes a violation of section 403.161(1)(b), F.S. 

22. This Consent Order is a final order of the Department pursuant to section 

120.52(7), F.S., and it is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the Department 

unless a Petition for Administrative Hearing is filed in accordance with Chapter 120, F.S. 

Upon the timely filing of a petition, this Consent Order will not be effective until further order 

of the Department.
