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Docket No. 20220001-EI — Fuel and purchased power cost recovery clause with generating performance
incentive factor.

Issue 1: Should the Commission grant the Office of Public Counsel’s Request for Oral Argument on its Motion
for Reconsideration?

Recommendation: Yes. The Commission should grant OPC’s Request for Oral Argument on its Motion for
Reconsideration and each side should be given five minutes to present their oral argument.
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Issue 2: Should the Commission grant the Office of Public Counsel’s Motion for Reconsideration of Order No.
PSC-2021-0466-FOF-EI?

Recommendation: No. Office of Public Counsel’s (OPC) Motion for Reconsideration should be denied
because it does not meet the required standard for a motion for reconsideration. OPC has failed to identify any
point of fact or law that was overlooked or that the Commission failed to consider in rendering Order No. PSC-
2021-0466-FOF-EI, Order Approving Crystal River Unit 4 Replacement Power Costs for Duke Energy Florida,
LLC.

Issue 3: Should this docket be closed?
Recommendation: No, this docket is a continuing docket and should remain open.
