PENINSU LA PIPELINE COMPANY'S REQUEST FOR CONFIDENTIAL 
CLASSIFI CATION FOR CERTAIN PORTIONS OF FIRM TRANSPORTATION 

SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH THE FLORIDA PUBLIC UTILITIES COMPANY 

Peninsula Pipeline Company ( .. Peninsula" or '·Company'') by and through its undersigned 

counseL pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes, and consistent with Rule 25-22.006(3). 

Florida Administrati ve Code. hereby submits its Request for Confidential Classification for 

information contained in Exhibi t A (firm Transportation Services Agreement) to its Petition for 

Approval of Transportation Service Agreement with Florida Public Utili ti es Company 

('·FPUC"). The information for which the Company seeks confidential treatment is information 

that is similar Lo that which the Commission has afforded confidential classification in prior 

cases. including by Order No. PSC-2012-0118-CFO-GU. issued March 14, 2012. In support 

thereof. Peninsula hereby states: 

I. Peninsula seeks confidential classification of the highlighted rates and terms in the 

J\grecmenl. which represent contractual information that both Peninsula and FPUC treat as 

proprietary confidential business in format ion consistent wi th the definition or that term m 

Section 366.093, Florida Statutes. 

2. The information for which Peninsula seeks confidential classification is information that 

the Company and FPUC both treat as confidential. and that meets the definition of ··proprietary 

confident ial business information'' as set forth in Section 366.093(3), Florida Statutes, which 

provides: 
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(J) Proprietary confiden ti al business information means information. 
regardless of fo rm or characterist ics, which is owned or controlled by the 
person or company. is intended to be and is treated by the person or company 
as private in that the disclosure or the information would cause harm to the 
ratepayers or the pcrson·s or company's business operations, and has not been 
disclosed unless di sc losed pursuant to a statutory provision. an order of a court 
or administrat ive body. or pri vate agreement that provides that the information 
"viii not be re leased to the public. Proprietary confidential business information 
includes. but is not limi ted to: 
(a) Trade secrets. 
(b) Internal auditing controls and reports of internal auditors. 
(c) Security measures, systems. or procedures. 
(cl) In fo rmation concerning bids or other contractual data. the disclosure of 
which would impai r the efforts of the public utility or its affiliates to contract 
for goods or services on favorable terms. 
(e) In fo rmation relating to competi tive interests, the disclosure of which 
would impai r the competitive business of the provider of the information. 
( f) Employee personnel in fo rmation unrelated to compensation, duties. 
quali ficat ions, or rcsponsibil itics. 

J. Specificall y, Peninsula seeks confidential classification of the information in Exhibit A to 

the Fi rm Transportation Service Agreement, at p. I I. The subject information is set forth and 

refe renced as fo llows: 

• Data in Column ident ified as --MOTQ, in Dekatherms. excluding Fuel 

Retention .. 

• Data assoc iated with line identified as: "Total MDTQ (Dekatherms) 

• Data assoc iated with and in the first line of section titled: "Monthly 

Reservation Charge .. 

Release of the refe renced info rmation as a public record would harm both Peninsula and FPUC s 

business operations and ratepayers by impairing the Companies ' respective ab ilities to 

effectively negotiate for goods and services. Thus, the information meets the defi nition of 

"proprietary confidential business information .. as set fonh in Section 366.093(3)(e). Florida 
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Statutes. /\s such, Peninsula requests that the Commission protect this information consistent 

wi th Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code. 

4. Included with thi s Request is a highlighted copy of Exhibi t A to the Firm Transportation 

Service Agreement reflecting the confidential in fo rmation. Also enclosed are t,,vo redacted 

copies of Exhibit A to the Agreement. 

5. Peninsula asks that confidential classification be granted for a period of at least 18 

months. Should the Commission no longer find that it needs to retain the information, Peninsula 

respectfully requests that the confident ial information be retu rned to the Company. 

WHEREFORE, Peninsula respectfully requests that the highlighted informatio n 

contained in Exhibit A to its Fi rm Transportation Service Agreement with Florida Public 

Ut ilities Company (for City of St. Cloud) be classified as "proprietary confidential business 

information," and thus, exempt from Section 119.07, Florida Statutes.
