What happen to all the "Hurricane Strong" infrastructure that was replaced by the rate payers over the last several 
years? Apparently it was not that strong - but the rate payers paid 13% interest on those moneys. 

There is nothing illegal going on at Next Era - the system that the PSC put into place is just being utilized to maximize the 
return to the investor by the utility. It would be nice in place of a rate increase for FPL to say thank you to the people 
that have made them rich and return some of those profits to the rate payers. 

It would also be nice for the PSC to get smart and change the rules - they currently do not protect the state or the rate 
payers - they are geared towards the utility and just as sure as the Governor is changing the rules with Disney and Reedy 
Creek - it needs to be changed with the electric utilities within the state of Florida.
