Thus, the proposed settlement is consistent with the Commission's long­
standing policy to encourage settlements that provide benefits to the customers and avoid 
unnecessary additional litigation expense. 

In proposing this settlement offer, FCWS asserts this offer or any of the terms in the settlement 
offer shall not have any precedential value, except to enforce the provisions of this settlement 
offer in any subsequent proceeding before the Commission.
