Request 

Peoples' requests confidential classification for thi s in formation such that it will be entitled 

to protection agai nst publi c disc losure pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes. In support of 

this request, the company states: 

I. Subsection 366.093( I), Florida Statutes, provides that any records "found by the 

Commission to be proprietary confidential business information shall be kept confidential and 

sha ll be exempt from s. 119.07( I), Florida Statutes [requiring disclosure under the Public Records 

Act]." Proprietary confidential business in formation inc ludes but is not limited to: (a) trade 

secrets; (b) internal auditing controls and reports of internal audi tors; (c) security measures, 

systems, o r procedures; ( d) in formation concerning bids or other contractual data, the disclosure 

of wh ich would impair the efforts of the public utili ty or its affiliates to contract for goods or 

services on favorable tenns; (e) information re lating to competitive interests, the disclosure of 

which would impair the competitive business of the provider of the information; and (f) employee 

personnel in fo rmation unre lated to compensation, duti es, qualifications, or responsibiliti es. 

§366.093(3)(a)-(f), Fla. Stat. The Confidenti al In fo rmation that is the subject of thi s request and 

motion fall s within one or more of these statutory categories and, thus, constitutes proprietary 

confidential business information entitled to protection under Section 366.093, Flo rida Statutes, 

and Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code. 

2. Attached hereto as Exhibit "A" is a justification for confidentia l treatment of the 

Confidential In formation conta ined in the documents.
