PENINSULA PIPELINE COMPANY'S REQUEST FOR CONFIDENTIAL 
CLASSIFICATION FOR INFORMATION 

Peninsula Pipeline Company ("Peninsula" or "Company") by and through its undersigned 

counsel, pursuant to Section 366.093, Florida Statutes, and consistent with Rule 25-22.006(3), 

Florida Administrative Code, hereby submits its Request for Confide ntial Class ifi cation for 

information contained in Exhibit A of its revised Firm Transportation Service Agreement with 

Florida Public Utilities Company ("FPUC") fo r its Lake Mattie Proj ect, which has been 

submitted under separate cover today. The information fo r which the Company seeks 

confidentia l treatment is information that is similar to that which the Commission has afforded 

confidentia l classification in prior cases, namely Order No. PSC-2018-0146-CFO-GU, issued 

March 19, 20 18 in Docket No. 20 18001 5-GU . In add ition, this Request is submitted to reflect 

the revi sed Firm Transportation Service Agreement being submitted today fo r the Lake Mattie 

Project1
, but is otherwise consistent with the Company's Request for Confidential Classification 

filed in thi s proceeding on February 7, 2024. To be clear, by this Request the Company is not 

intending to withdraw its prior request for confidentiality of both Exhibits A attached to 

Attachments A and B to the original Petition in this proceeding. In support thereof, Peninsula 

hereby states: 

1 Attachment B to the original Peti tion. 
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1. Peninsula seeks confidential c lass ificati on of the highlighted informati on in Revised 

Exhibit A to the Firm Transportation Service Agreement for the Lake Matti e Project ("LM 

Contract") (page 16), in the line identify ing the Total Maximum Daily T ransportation Quantity 

("Total MDTQ") and following line for the Max imum Hourly T ransportation Percentage 

("MHTP") . In addition, Peninsula seeks confidentia l c lassification of the information in the line 

that identifi es the Monthly Reservation Charge, as well as the highl ighted amount fo r the 

Unauthorized Use rate .. This info rmation is directly re lated to the nego tiated rates and terms of 

both the LM and PC Contracts, which both Peninsula and FPUC treat as proprietary confidentia l 

business information consistent with the definition of that term in Section 366.093, Florida 

Statutes. 

2. The informati on for which Peninsula seeks confidential classification is information that 

the Company and FPUC both treat as confidential, and that meets the definition of "proprietary 

confidential business information" as set fo rth in Section 366.093(3), Florida Statutes, which 

prov ides: 

(3) Pro prietary confidential business info rmation means informati on, 
regardl ess of form or characteri stics, which is owned or controlled by the 
person or company, is intended to be and is treated by the person or company 
as private in that the disclosure of the info rmation would cause harm to the 
ratepayers or the person's or company's business operati ons, and has not been 
disclosed unless di sclosed pursuant to a statutory provision, an order of a court 
or admini strative body, or private agreement that provides that the information 
will not be released to the public. Proprietary confidential bus iness information 
includes, but is not limited to: 
(a) Trade secrets. 
(b) Internal auditing control s and reports of internal auditors. 
(c) Securi ty measures, systems, or procedures. 
( d) Info rmation concerning bids or other contractual data, the d isclosure of 
which would impair the efforts of the publi c utili ty or its affil iates to contract 
fo r goods or services on favorable terms. 
(e) Information relating to competitive interests, the disclosure of which 
would impair the competiti ve business of the provider of the information. 
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(f) Employee personnel info rmation unrelated to compensation, duti es, 
qualifications, or respons ibili ties. 

3. Release of the referenced info1mati on as a publi c record would reveal the specific rate 

included in a competiti ve contract. Disclosure of thi s information would impair Peninsula's 

ability to compete for goods and services and provide its competitors with an unfa ir competitive 

advantage. As such, Peninsula requests that the Commission p rotect this information consistent 

with Rule 25-22.006, Florida Admini strative Code. To the extent of Peninsula's knowledge, this 

informati on is not o therwise avail able in the public domain. Thus, the information meets the 

definition of " proprietary confidential business info rmation" as set forth in Sections 

366.093(3)(d) and (e), Florida Statutes. As such, Peninsul a requests that the Commission protect 

this information consistent with Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrati ve Code. 

4. Included with this Request is a highlighted copy of Exhibit A to the revised Firm 

Transportation Serv ice Agreement (Lake Mattie) . ln addition, two redacted copies of the 

document are enclosed. 

5. Peninsula asks that confidentia l classificati on be granted fo r a period of at least 18 

months. Should the Commission no longer find that it needs to retain the information, Peninsula 

respectfully requests that the confidential information be returned to the Company. 

WHEREFORE, Peninsula respectfu lly requests that the hjghlighted information 

contained in the attached Exhibi t A to the revised, executed Firm Transportation Service 

Agreement with FPUC be classified as "proprietary confidentia l business in fo rmation," and thus, 

exempt 
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from Section 11 9.07, Florida Statutes .
