The Confidentia l In formation that is the subj ect of this request and motion falls within 

one or more of these statutory categories and, thus, constitutes proprietary confidential business 

information entitled to protection under Section 366.093, Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-22.006, 

Florida Administrative Code. 

2. Attached hereto as Exhibit "A" is a justification for confidential treatment of the 

Confidential Information contained in the Documents.
