SJNG Position: An under-recovery of $341. 

SJNG also subtracted an over-collection of Storm Recovery Revenue collected 

from Order No PSC-2021-0196-AS-GU for $16,194. 

ISSUE 2. What are the appropriate conservation adjustment actual/estimated true­

up amounts for the period January through December 2024? 

SJNG's Position: $21,545 under-recovery. 

ISSUE 3. What are the appropriate total conservation adjustment true-up amounts 

to be collected/refunded from January through December 2025? 

SJNG Position: $21,886 under-recovery. 

ISSUE 4. What is the total conservation cost recovery adjustment true-up amounts 

to be collected during the January through December 2025 period. 

SJNG Position: An Under-recovery of $140, 341. 

ISSUE 5. What are the conservation cost recovery factors for the period January 

2025 through December 2025? 

SJNG Position: The appropriate factors are:

RS-1 $0.33942 

RS-2 $0.23749 

RS-3 $0.18439
