Florida Administrati ve Code; or (2) jud icial rev iew by the Florida Supreme Court. in 
the case of an electri c. gas or te lephone utility, or the First District Court of /\ppca l. in the case 
of a water or wastewater uti lity. A motion for reconsiderat ion shall be fi led with the Office of 
Commiss ion Clerk. in the fo rm prescribed by Ruic 25-22.0376, Florida Ad mi nistrative Code. 
Judic ial rev iew of a preliminary, procedural or intermed iate ruling or order is ava ilable if rev iew 
of the final action will not prov ide an adequate remedy. Such rev iew may be requested from the 
appropri ate court, as described above, pu rsuant to Rule 9. 100, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure.
