A moti on for reconsiderat ion shall be fil ed with the Office of 
Commiss ion Clerk, in the fo rm prescribed by Rule 25-22.0376, Florida Admin istrative Code. 
Judicia l rev iew of a prelim inary, procedural or intermediate ruling or order is avai lable if review 
of the final action wi ll not prov ide an adequate remedy. Such rev iew may be requested fro m the 
appropriate court, as described above, pursuant to Ru le 9.100, Florida Ru les of Appellate 
Procedure.
