Any party adverse ly affected by this order, which is preli minary , procedura l or 
intermediate in nature, may request: ( I ) recons ideration within I O days pursuant to Ru le 25-
22.0376, Florida Adm in istrati ve Code; or (2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court, in 
the case of an e lectric, gas or te lephone uti lity, or the First District Court of Appea l. in the case 
of a water or wastewater utility. A moti on for reconsideration shall be fi led with the Office of' 
Commiss ion Clerk. in the form prescribed by Ruic 25-22.0376, Florida Adm inistra ti ve Code. 
Judic ial rev iew of a preliminary, procedura l or intermediate rul ing or order is ava il ab le if review 
of' the final acti on will not prov ide an adequate remedy. Such rev iew may be requested from the 
appropri ate court, as described above, pursuant to Ru le 9. 100, Florida Ru les of Appe llate 
Proced ure.
