Mediation may be ava ilable on a case-by-case bas is. If mediation is conducted, it does 
not affect a substantially interested person's right to a heari ng. 

Any party adverse ly affected by this order, which is preli minary, procedura l or 
intermediate in nature, may request: ( I) reconsideration within IO days pursuant to Ru le 25-
22.0376, Florida Admin istrati ve Code; or (2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court, in 
the case of an electric, gas or te lephone util ity, or the First District Court of Appea l, in the case 
of a water or wastewater uti lity. A motion fo r reconsideration shall be fil ed with the Office of 
Commiss ion Clerk, in the fo rm prescri bed by Rule 25-22.0376, Florida Administrati ve Code. 
Judicial rev iew of a preliminary, procedural or intermediate ruli ng or order is ava il able if rev iew 
of' the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such rev iew may be requested from the 
appropriate court, as descri bed above. pursuant to Rule 9. 100, Florida Rules of /\ ppell atc 
Procedure.
