W are
4 here in beautiful Al tanonte Springs, Florida, for
5 the Sunshi ne Water Service Hearing.

6 Wel conme all, and thank you for attending this
7 Custoner Service Hearing. This is a part of our

8 review of the Sunshine Water Service Conpany's

9 request for a rate adjustnment. Today's service

10 hearing is an inmportant part of the process and is,
11 of course, dedicated to hearing fromyou, the

12 custoner, and your experience wth Sunshi ne.

13 | am M ke La Rosa. | amthe Chairman of the
14 Fl orida Public Service Comm ssion. W are the

15 state agency that regul ates conpani es such as

16 Sunshine. To ny right is Conm ssioner Fay. To ny
17 I rmedi ate right is Comm ssioner Gaham To ny

18 I mMedi ate left is Conm ssioner Clark, and to his
19 left is Conm ssioner Passidonp Smith. The five of
20 us make up the Florida Public Service Conmm ssion.
21 W will go ahead and get things started.

22 Staff, do you m nd pl ease reading the notice?

23 MR, FAROOQ : Al right. By notice issued on
24 Novenber 18th, 2024, this tine and pl ace has been
25 set for a Custoner Service Hearing in Docket No.
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20240068-W5. The purpose of this Service Hearing
iIs set forth nore fully in the notice.

CHAI RVAN LA ROSA: Excellent. Thank you.

And let's go ahead and take appearances with
Sunshine, which is right here in front of ne.

MR. FRIEDVMAN.  Marty Friedman man on behal f of
Sunshine Utilities.

CHAl RVAN LA ROSA: O fice of Public Counsel.

MR. PONCE: Cctavio Ponce on behal f of the
Ofice of Public Counsel. Wth nme, | have the
Public Counsel hinself, M. Walt Trierweiler, and
Austin Vatrous.

MR FAROOQ : On behalf of PSC staff, | am
Saad Farooqi, and we have Ryan Sandy as wel | .

CHAl RVAN LA RCSA:  Excellent. Thank you,
counsel .

Thank you all again for participating today
and, again, sharing your experience and the quality
of service of Sunshine.

In addition to sharing your conments here, you
can also provide witten comrents with additional
material via paper or email. The rate case
overvi ew, which you may have gotten as you wal ked
in, includes the instructions of how to provide

witten comments to the Conm ssi on. Rest assured
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that if you provide witten conments, they will be
made available for us to review.

| f you have any specific billing issues,
representatives from Sunshine Uilities are here,
and they will be able to assist you. Just maybe
pul | aside one of the staff nenbers and they wl|
be able to direct you to them

Before we hear fromthe custoners, | would
like to give a brief opening statenent to each of
the parties. Let's go ahead and start with
Sunshine, and if you can do that in maybe a
three-m nute nore or less tinefrane.

MR, TWOMEY: Testing. Ckay.

Chair, Conmm ssioners, first of all, welcone to
Al tanonte Springs. Just a short three mles from
our operations office here in Florida. M nane is
Sean Twoney. | am President of Sunshine Water
Servi ces.

Sunshi ne Water Services strives to continue to
provi de safe and reliable water and wast ewat er
services to its customers. The conpany's |ast rate
case was filed four years ago. However, due to a
variety of factors, the conpany is not able to neet
Its ongoi ng operating and capital investnent needs

at currently approved tariff rates. The conpany

has incurred econonmic pressures with certain costs,
such as chem cal s, insurance and mai ntai ni ng mar ket
conpetitive wages and health benefits. Most
significantly, the conmpany is faced wth, |ike al
wat er and wastewater utilities, significant capital
I nvest nent needs for its aging water and wastewater
infrastructure, as well as ever-increasing
environnmental and safety standards in operating its
utility systens.

Sunshi ne Water Services is in the process of
i nvesting approximately $56 million in its
infrastructure to support its provision of safe and
reliable service as part of its total investnent of
over $104 million since the end of 2021, the end of
the proforma period in our last rate case.

W thout appropriate rate relief, Sunshine
Water's ability to continue to provide
environnental ly safe, reliable and efficient water
and wastewater services to its custonmers and neet
its financial obligations would be adversely
af f ect ed.

Thank you.

CHAI RVAN LA RCSA: Thank you.

O fice of Public Counsel.

MR. PONCE: Good evening. Again, ny nanme is
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Cctavio Ponce, and | amwith the O fice of Public
Counsel. For those of you who don't know who we
are, we are an office separate fromthe Public
Servi ce Comm ssion, created by the Legislature to
represent you, the custoners, in matters such as
t hese.

We are here today specifically because
Sunshi ne Water Services Conpany has filed an
application to increase its rates. Sunshine
specifically wants an increase of about $4.5
mllion, or 19.9 percent in revenues for its water
utility, and an increase of $4.5 mllion, or 15.87
percent in base revenues for its wastewater
utility.

I n response, our office has scrutinized
Sunshine's application to make sure their requests
are appropriate and to find cost savings for you,
our custoners. This led to our office filing
testinony on Novenber 21st contesting several areas
of Sunshine's application.

Sonme of these areas where we are fighting for
you on are, we are looking for a $3.2 mllion
decrease for the conpany's water utility request,
and a $1.5 million decrease for its wastewater

utility request. W are contesting Sunshine's
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1 proposed $20 m |l lion advanced neter infrastructure,
2 or AM project, to replace its existing neters. W
3 are contesting their request for |egal expenses

4 that we believe have nothing to do with providing
5 Its custonmers with safe and reliable water and

6 wast ewat er servi ces; paynent processing fees to be
7 borne by all custoners regardl ess of how they

8 choose to pay their bills. And we are contesting
9 the fallout from Sunshine's parent conpani es

10 nmer gi ng together with each other.

11 These are just O&M sone of the areas that we
12 are litigating on your behalf. Wth that being

13 said, it's Sunshine's burden to prove that what

14 they are requesting is reasonable and prudent, and
15 our office is going to chall enge Sunshine on all of
16 those areas where we feel they have not net that

17 bur den.

18 Thank you very nuch.

19 CHAI RMAN LA ROSA: Excellent. Thank you.

20 W will now nove into hearing from custoners
21 in our customer testinony. |If -- anything that you
22 say, of course, wll becone part of the official

23 record. Just kind of -- we have an operating

24 procedure, of course, you see the m crophone up

25 here. Just pl ease approach the m crophone. M
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friends here fromthe Ofice of Public Counsel wll
call out your nane, will call out tw nanes at a
time, so just be ready and be on deck if you are up
next .

W have got a few folks that are signed up to
speak today. So that all of your neighbors have an
opportunity to talk, let's try to naybe keep
comments to five mnutes. | won't abruptly cut you
of f, of course, let you finish any thoughts and get
t hrough your points.

| know sone fol ks have marked that they do --
that they are sworn in, but sone fol ks have not.

If you do plan on speaking today, do you m nd
standi ng up and raising your right hand and we can
just take a quick oath? W will just do that al

at one tine.

(Wher eupon, Chairman La Rosa admi ni stered the
to the wtnesses.)

CHAI RMAN LA ROSA: Excellent. Thank you.

So | amgoing to go ahead -- let's actually
start with any elected officials. Are there any
el ected officials in the roomthat plan to speak
this evening?

Ma' am you can approach the m crophone. Just,

as a courtesy, we normally allow elected officials
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to speak first. Just please identify yourself.

You are recogni zed, na'am Thank you.

M5. MLCH  Thank you, sir.

My nane is Gabrielle MlIch. | amwth the
Sem nol e Soil and Water Conservation District, and
| was elected in 2022 and continui ng on that path.
And t hank you, Conm ssion, for com ng here today,
and | appreciate this opportunity to |let you know
how we in Central Florida have worked with Sunshine
Utilities over the years.

| amalso a environnental scientist, and |
work for a nonprofit organi zation called the St
Johns Riverkeeper, and | amall about water quality
and water protections, and an advocate for clean
wat er .

Sunshine Uilities is an investor-owned
conpany, as you all know, and it, | believe it's
good for the public to know that there is 41
systenms -- or 40 systens, | have seen different
information -- and for wastewater and water supply
for 10 counties. So they have gone through a
consolidation, which is interesting when you go and
try to |l ook through the information fromthat
consol i dati on.

And | believe there are about 124 conpanies in
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1 Florida that you all work with at the PSC within 38
2 counties that are these private partner -- or the

3 publicly owned i nvestor-owned, so they are all owed
4 to get a profit. And | understand that they want

5 to nake a profit, and a fair level of profit is due
6 and just with good service. However, the rates for
7 custonmers |like nme should al so include greater

8 safety and human heal th consi derati ons.

9 Confidentiality and transparency is one of ny
10 service conplaints. W just recently, as

11 customers, received a 30 -- an email with saying

12 that utilities has spent $36 million on repair in
13 the county. It was not specific in which counties
14 it spent that noney, and I would like to know which
15 counties the investnent in the infrastructure has
16 gone to if possible.

17 | know that there have been protective orders
18 filed and requested by the conpany due to

19 pollutants found in many of their systens. They

20 are asking for a -- | heard 13 percent, but now I
21 see you said a 19.9 percent increase. And

22 shouldn't we get a plan of action as custoners for
23 the repairs of our system and understand better?

24 | | ooked through the proforma orders, and

25 that's rather confusing for custonmers to have to go
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to that extent of |ooking to see, you know, what
are the problens wth our system

And during the last hurricane, | rode ny
bi cycl e around ny nei ghborhood, and I saw a | ot of
wast ewat er di scharges and things, and | understand
it was a wet water discharge, but we have al so
dealt with themduring the dry and sunny season as
wel |, overflows of lift stations, sewer caps and
different things where the water and the wastewater
commngle in the sane distribution. And I
understand that, fromthe | ast hearing, that sone
of the piping in our neighborhood is degraded over
tinme, and was made of asbestos concrete and needs
to be lined and repl aced.

Al so, sone of the projects in our community,
for instance, the distribution pipes for the
drinking water, we received letters about lead in
our pipes, the possibility that there is sone |ead
i n our pipes, and they add sone chemical to the
pi pes that are supposed to reduce it and create
sone type of a filminside of the pipes to prevent
us fromhaving lead if they are in our pipes.

Al so, we have a |l eaky system It's, you know,
50 years old. | went to our 50-year anniversary in

Novenber, and | went around with a petition asking
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for nore information. | didn't get that many
signatures, but | got 49 signatures, including
nysel f, on people with different coments about
t heir concerns about the service and sonme of the
I ssues that they all have.

Al so, the sanitary sewer overflows, | see that
t hey had several consent orders fromthe Florida
Departnent of Environnmental Protection. And they
were ordered by the FDEP, which | am not sure how
that has to do with the rates, except for they are
supposed to cone up with enmergency response pl ans
and a notification systemfor the -- for our
cust omer s.

| have never received a boil water order
notice or anything, but I amworking with the
conmmuni cati ons person here with Sunshine to try and
| earn nore about that.

They al so have a | ot of broken pipes in the
stormvat er easenents, and have di scharged these
lift stations of water -- of wastewater that just
goes into our stormwater nanagenent system And |
see dogs, and kids, and things, ducks playing in
t hose areas, and it concerns ne about the human
heal t h standards, nobsquito borne di seases are a

concern.
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How to nmake a conpl ai nt about our systemis
not an easy process. W have the ability to
contact the utility, of course, and, you know, they
wi Il take your conplaint. And not nmany people
understand the Public Service Comm ssion, how they
-- you all do the rate changes. So | was told
that, you know, you can conplain to the -- to the
Public Service Comm ssion on things, but | don't
think that's wi dely known by the custoners of how
to make these conpl aints.

In a nutshell, water quality is one of ny big
I ssues for drinking water and for also the
di scharges. W have a reuse systemthat's very
old. Qur systemwas built early on, and they have
added many things to it and have not necessarily,
from ny understanding over the |ast 20 years that |
have been nonitoring the system have not done
sufficient repairs. They have done sone repairs,
and | amvery grateful for everything that you have
done. And | wanted to thank themfor all the noney
that they have spent. And | want -- you know, |
just want themto nake a profit, but I would |like
themto fix the systens.

Now, this is not just ny utility. It's also

the other 40 systens out there. | have heard there
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was PFAS issues in the past in sone water supply.
Thi ngs had to be changed, sone peopl e.

And | would really like the process to be a
bit clearer and nore transparent. That's one of
the goals of Sunshine, is to be transparent. And
it's not really that easy. | have contacted them
and they have been very kind to ne when | have
asked questi ons.

And al so, you know, how do | get copies of
their sanitary sewer overflows? Their energency
response plans? Things like that are all -- you
know, you got to work through the DEP. And I am
not even sure how the DEP reports are connected to
the Public Service Conm ssion, and whether that's a
criteria for consideration of the rate increase.

And if you -- you know, if you have the
opportunity to invest in a systemand get noney out
of the system then | would like to see a better
j ob and an accounting where the public, the
custoners actually know what is being fixed and
what sone of the problens are for property issues.

So | amgrateful for you all being here
tonight. | ama bit nervous, so calmdown. It's
al nost over. And | wanted to thank you all so

much, and everybody who cane out here tonight. And
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thank you. And | really would like to see hunman
heal t h consi derati ons about the water quality be a
consi deration as well, and have themfix our

syst ens.

Thank you.

CHAI RMAN LA ROSA: Ms. MIch, there may be a
qui ck question if that's okay.

O fice of Public Counsel?

MR PONCE: H, Ms. Mlch, first | wanted to
t hank you for taking the tinme out of your schedul e
to cone here today. W really appreciate it.

You nentioned that you had a petition that you
brought along with you. If you would like, totally
at your discretion, | don't nean to put you on the
spot, but along with your sworn testinony, we can
add that as an exhibit to this hearing if that's
sonet hing that you would be interested in. Mybe
you could talk to the PSC staff over there, they
can help you with that.

M5. MLCH | would be happy to.

MR, PONCE: kay. Thank you. Thank you
agai n.

CHAI RMAN LA ROSA: Any further questions?

MR. FRIEDVMAN:. | have --

CHAl RVAN LA ROSA:  Yes. Sorry.
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M5. MLCH  How are you?

MR FRIEDVAN: |'mshort. You gave ne a
seat --

M5. MLCH  You can stand up.

CHAI RVAN LA RCSA:  CGotcha.

MR. FRI EDMAN:.  Yeah, | have a coupl e of
guesti ons.

O her than your call to Brian Garber last --
recently, | don't see that you have ever contacted
the utility with any of these conplaints that you
nment i oned.

M5. MLCH | have. 1In the past, | have from
the last rate case, and | can get docunentation for
that. | have spoken to the previous
Vice-President. | actually took his nane or
what ever off the consent order fromthe Florida
Departnent of Environnmental Protection and called
up, because | understand conplaints are inportant
to be registered.

MR, FRIEDVAN. So nost -- other than your one
call we tal ked about | ast week, nost of this stuff
you said you conpl ai ned about or nentioned were
conplaints that occurred before 2018 in connection
with the other rate case?

M5. M LCH: No. | reviewed the rate case this
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time as well, sir.

MR, FRI EDVAN:  But you haven't -- but you
didn't file the types of conplaints that you just
tal ked about, you didn't nmake any of those
conplaints to the utility since 2018?

M5. MLCH | have spoken with the staff from
the PSC staff, and it's very difficult to contact
these folks. Have you gotten nessages? You were
supposed to have soneone call ne back and they
didn't.

MR, FRIEDMAN. Al right. There is a tol
free nunber that you can call and nmake conpl aints,
a toll free nunber, and it's on their website.

They nmake it very easy for custoners to conplain,
but I amtal ki ng about conplaints directly to the
utility. And I understand that sonebody has
reached out to you about in response -- you said
nobody cal |l ed back. | think sonebody did call back
and tried to | eave a nessage as | understand it,
you don't have answering on your voice -- on your
-- you don't have voice nail on your phone for sone
reason, so --

M5. MLCH So | am conpl ai ni ng now, sir.

MR. FRIEDVAN. Ckay. And | appreciate that.

Thank you.
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CHAI RMAN LA RCSA: Thank you.

And what we will do for exhibits, we will just
do themat the end of the evening in case there
anything el se that needs to be input.

So thank you, Ms. MIch, for your testinony.

So now let's open it up to other custoners. |
will throwit over to M. Ponce, and you can go
ahead and call the next two nanes.

MR. PONCE: So the next two customers who
signed up to speak are Stewart Dropkin and Nabi
Gerges. | apologize if | mspronounce your nane.

CHAl RVAN LA RCSA: M. Dropkin, you are
recogni zed when you are ready.

MR. DRCPKIN. Thank you. Thank you very nuch,
Conmmi ssi oner s.

| | ooked at all this paperwork that | got when
| arrived here, and tried to figure out what the
i ncreases would be for ny residential bill, and it
was a little confusing. On the water bill, you are
using a 4, 000-gal |l on proposal, and on the
wast ewat er, you are using a 6,000-gallon proposal.

The wastewater seens to be going up between 15
and 16 percent for ny charges, and the water
service is going up 22 percent. | haven't the

slightest idea if these percentage increases are
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customary, are user friendly or what is normally
occurring. | understand the conpany hasn't had a
rate increase in four years.

| live in a community that has a honeowners
associ ation. W have to keep our |awns green, or
el se we get in trouble. W stopped our sprinkler
system for much too long | ast year, and we didn't
have to replace the lawn, but the water bills
really didn't decrease that nuch at all for
stopping the water, the system the sprinkler
system

M/ wife and | go away for three nonths in the
sumrer and | amon automatic paynent, which works
out great. M bills didn't decrease very nuch at
all in those three nonths that | had nobody in the
house, no water being used except the sprinkler
system

This conpany in San -- has inherited the
Sanl ando Utilities' infrastructure, the water
systemin Sweetwater Oaks, and apparently there is
an awful | ot of naintenance and upgrades that have
had to be done, and still need to be done.

| haven't the slightest idea how nuch noney
has been invested locally. This email that we

recei ved yesterday said it was $36 nmillion in | ocal

infrastructure. But as the previous speaker said,
the local community was not ever identified, so it
could be all of the communities and not this one.

| have had -- encountered conplaints from
nei ghbors that have said that lift stations have
j ust spued sewage out into the -- into the lots
that surround the lift stations. There has been an
awful lot of conplaints. They need to really
i ncrease and upgrade the quality of the equipnent
in the Sweetwater Qaks nei ghborhood of Sem nole
County.

And | am al so concerned about the email that |
got, or the mail that | received today, which is a
notice to the public informng us of the PFAS
val ues in our water systens. Apparently there is a
whol e bunch. They are all under the val ues that
have been docunented needi ng renedi ation.

| don't know who nakes those val ues up, and |
don't know why they aren't nore stringent, but at
this tinme, Sunshine Water doesn't need to do
anything to our water supply. W get to keep al
t hese PFAS values in our water that we drink.

Now, Lake Mary oxygenated their water system
to get rid of this because of the PFAS probl emthat

they are having fromthe old Stronberg-Carl son
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1 plant. | would |like to get these PFASs out of ny
2 wat er supply, but it's going to take a very

3 expensi ve new plant work that, if these increases
4 are given to them | would hope that they would be
5 targeted to do this type of renediation to protect
6 us so that we don't get cancer as we get ol der.

7 | am finished maki ng ny presentation. Wuld
8 you all like any of this docunentation that I

9 brought with ne?

10 CHAI RMAN LA ROSA: | will direct that to the
11 O fice of Public Counsel.

14 MR, FRIEDVAN. Okay. So it's not sonething

15 you personal ly observed?

16 MR, DROPKIN:. No, sir.

17 MR. FRIEDMAN. And | didn't see that you had
18 made any conpl aints to Sunshi ne about anyt hing.

19 MR, DROPKIN: | haven't made any conplaints at
20 al | .

21 MR, FRI EDMAN. Ckay. Thank you, sir.

22 MR, DROPKIN:. You're wel cone.

23 CHAI RMAN LA ROSA: M. Dropkin, thank you for
24 your testinony.

25 MR, DROPKIN:  You bet.
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CHAI RVAN LA ROCSA: M. Cerges.

MR GERGES: Yes.

CHAI RVAN LA RCSA: Sir, you are recogni zed?

MR, CGERGES: MW nane is N bil Gerges. | have
been a very long resident of Longwood, Florida. |
Wi t nessed since Sanl ando take over ny bill went 110
percent for the sane quality of water. No change.
| do have one inch comng to ny house. The raise
Is 22-percent-and-a-half, 22.55 percent, and that's
i nsane. \Who gets 22-and-a-half percent in this
kind of econony that we are in?

Not just that, nost of the community that we
live in, they are fixed in income, Social Security,
and the Social Security increases are taken by
Medi care, which reflects negative increase in our
Soci al Security.

| f we can manage our financial to live and
survi ve under these situations, how come we get
22-and- a-hal f percent increase? How can we afford
living under this?

The new neter that they have installed, it
shoul d save the conpany noney, not increase. It
shoul d save | abor, save lots of things for the
conpany. Wiy they pass these expenses to us?

One last thing | would like to know, to ask
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that the conmpany notify us if there is any unusual
wat er, |i ke soneone get busted pipe. The conpany
shoul d notify that custoner, hey, you got a
problem Not wait until the next billing that it
will be $1,000. Sonething need to be -- need to be
telling us. And thank you.

CHAl RVAN LA ROSA: Thank you, sir, for your
testi nony.

Are there any questions, Commi ssioners?

You nentioned that you have a one-inch neter to
your house. Are you still being billed on the
residential rate? | understand the residenti al
rate is a flat based rate.

COW SSI ONER CLARK:  You are still billed
under the residential rate?

COMWM SSI ONER CLARK:  Ckay. Thanks.

CHAI RVAN LA RCSA: One nore question, M.

MR GERGES: No. Wat | amsaying if, since
it's all electronically, and you can see it on a
daily basis, if sonmething unusual, you know, |ike
we do have increase water |evel of the pool or
sonething, that's okay. But if you have a busted
pi pe and the waters keep seeping, tell us you got a
pr obl em

MR, FRIEDMAN. So if the AM neter is tied to
have the ability to set -- for you to set an alarm
to do just what you said, that would be benefici al
to you, would it not?

MR. GERCES: That woul d be beneficial, but
nost of the people, website is not beneficial. A
phone call woul d be nice.

MR. FRI EDMAN.  Bot h, okay.

THE W TNESS:  Bot h.

MR, FRI EDMAN:. Thank you.

CHAI RVAN LA ROCSA:  Thank you, sir, for your
testi nony.

So he came back and the PVC was broken
somewhere. He tried to fix it. He said, |I have
only been with the conpany for one year. And he
tried to put the fittings on PVC. And then he had
sonme kind of problemw th the fittings, and he
called the office, sone -- another gentleman cane
and hel ped himand put the PVC together.

And then the manager, the field nanager showed
up, and he said it, looks |ike everything is okay
on echo, and you don't have any water | eaking
inside in here, and we are going to take care of
this. And then nothing happened.

And a couple weeks later | got a bill, and we
on auto pay, for $619. And then | tried to call
the office and ask for a manager, and said -- the
agent said, he said, don't worry about it. W are
going to take care of it next week. Nothing
happened. And then we got a warning that our water
IS going to be shut off this week, and we got
famly comng fromoverseas, and so that's where |

am
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| was talking to the gentleman here before |
wal ked in, and he tried to resolve the issue. The
only choice |I had, I call into the Comm ssion in
Tal | ahassee, file a conplaint, and the enpl oyee is
working on it and that's how they noticed Sunshi ne.

That's where | amat this point, and that's
what | need to do.

CHAI RMAN LA ROSA: Sir, | have got a quick
guestion. So you have got an open conpl ai nt
currently with the PSC in Tal | ahassee?

MR, SEDAGHAT: Yes. Unh-huh.

CHAI RVAN LA RCSA: (Ckay. And the $600 bill is
that currently as of this nonth, or it's recent, |
presune?

MR. SEDAGHAT: No idea. No bill is -- 1 have
to pay tonight or they going to cut the water
tonorrow or next day.

Then we get this request for an
i ncrease, 19 plus percent. | wish | had that kind
of increase in nmy nonies comng in.

Alot of us are on limted incone, as many of
nmy previous speakers here have spoken -- have
stated. It's very frustrating when you are on a
limted budget, even $4 or $5 could nake a big
difference with sonme people. It nmakes a big
di fference for several.

| have tried -- since | don't water, irrigate
very much in ny yard, | wanted to do a separate
neter so | could actually see where just ny husband
and | have over 130-, 140-dollar water bill,
utility bill every nonth, | was, |like, where is
this going? Because we only water once a week for

maybe 15, 20 minutes. | wanted a separate neter
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whi ch many people have. Hey, this is cool. Let's
do this.

So instead of paying for sewer for sonething
that isn't sewer, | reached out to the utility
conpany and said, hey, can | have this added on to
ny house? No. Don't do that anynore.

So it would nmake perfect sense if you could
have a separate neter, one for the water that you
are actually using, drinking, bathing, whatever,
and one for the irrigation, but they don't do that
anynore. So you are locked in on this unfair
billing system as far as | amconcerned it's
unfair.

 02            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Well, good evening,

 03       everybody.  Today is December 17th, 2024.  We are

 04       here in beautiful Altamonte Springs, Florida, for

 05       the Sunshine Water Service Hearing.

 06            Welcome all, and thank you for attending this

 07       Customer Service Hearing.  This is a part of our

 08       review of the Sunshine Water Service Company's

 09       request for a rate adjustment.  Today's service

 10       hearing is an important part of the process and is,

 11       of course, dedicated to hearing from you, the

 12       customer, and your experience with Sunshine.

 13            I am Mike La Rosa.  I am the Chairman of the

 14       Florida Public Service Commission.  We are the

 15       state agency that regulates companies such as

 16       Sunshine.  To my right is Commissioner Fay.  To my

 17       immediate right is Commissioner Graham.  To my

 18       immediate left is Commissioner Clark, and to his

 19       left is Commissioner Passidomo Smith.  The five of

 20       us make up the Florida Public Service Commission.

 21            We will go ahead and get things started.

 22       Staff, do you mind please reading the notice?

 23            MR. FAROOQI:  All right.  By notice issued on

 24       November 18th, 2024, this time and place has been

 25       set for a Customer Service Hearing in Docket No.
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 01       20240068-WS.  The purpose of this Service Hearing

 02       is set forth more fully in the notice.

 03            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Excellent.  Thank you.

 04            And let's go ahead and take appearances with

 05       Sunshine, which is right here in front of me.

 06            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Marty Friedman man on behalf of

 07       Sunshine Utilities.

 08            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Office of Public Counsel.

 09            MR. PONCE:  Octavio Ponce on behalf of the

 10       Office of Public Counsel.  With me, I have the

 11       Public Counsel himself, Mr. Walt Trierweiler, and

 12       Austin Watrous.

 13            MR. FAROOQI:  On behalf of PSC staff, I am

 14       Saad Farooqi, and we have Ryan Sandy as well.

 15            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Excellent.  Thank you,

 16       counsel.

 17            Thank you all again for participating today

 18       and, again, sharing your experience and the quality

 19       of service of Sunshine.

 20            In addition to sharing your comments here, you

 21       can also provide written comments with additional

 22       material via paper or email.  The rate case

 23       overview, which you may have gotten as you walked

 24       in, includes the instructions of how to provide

 25       written comments to the Commission.  Rest assured
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 01       that if you provide written comments, they will be

 02       made available for us to review.

 03            If you have any specific billing issues,

 04       representatives from Sunshine Utilities are here,

 05       and they will be able to assist you.  Just maybe

 06       pull aside one of the staff members and they will

 07       be able to direct you to them.

 08            Before we hear from the customers, I would

 09       like to give a brief opening statement to each of

 10       the parties.  Let's go ahead and start with

 11       Sunshine, and if you can do that in maybe a

 12       three-minute more or less timeframe.

 13            MR. TWOMEY:  Testing.  Okay.

 14            Chair, Commissioners, first of all, welcome to

 15       Altamonte Springs.  Just a short three miles from

 16       our operations office here in Florida.  My name is

 17       Sean Twomey.  I am President of Sunshine Water

 18       Services.

 19            Sunshine Water Services strives to continue to

 20       provide safe and reliable water and wastewater

 21       services to its customers.  The company's last rate

 22       case was filed four years ago.  However, due to a

 23       variety of factors, the company is not able to meet

 24       its ongoing operating and capital investment needs

 25       at currently approved tariff rates.  The company
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 01       has incurred economic pressures with certain costs,

 02       such as chemicals, insurance and maintaining market

 03       competitive wages and health benefits.  Most

 04       significantly, the company is faced with, like all

 05       water and wastewater utilities, significant capital

 06       investment needs for its aging water and wastewater

 07       infrastructure, as well as ever-increasing

 08       environmental and safety standards in operating its

 09       utility systems.

 10            Sunshine Water Services is in the process of

 11       investing approximately $56 million in its

 12       infrastructure to support its provision of safe and

 13       reliable service as part of its total investment of

 14       over $104 million since the end of 2021, the end of

 15       the proforma period in our last rate case.

 16            Without appropriate rate relief, Sunshine

 17       Water's ability to continue to provide

 18       environmentally safe, reliable and efficient water

 19       and wastewater services to its customers and meet

 20       its financial obligations would be adversely

 21       affected.

 22            Thank you.

 23            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Thank you.

 24            Office of Public Counsel.

 25            MR. PONCE:  Good evening.  Again, my name is
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 01       Octavio Ponce, and I am with the Office of Public

 02       Counsel.  For those of you who don't know who we

 03       are, we are an office separate from the Public

 04       Service Commission, created by the Legislature to

 05       represent you, the customers, in matters such as

 06       these.

 07            We are here today specifically because

 08       Sunshine Water Services Company has filed an

 09       application to increase its rates.  Sunshine

 10       specifically wants an increase of about $4.5

 11       million, or 19.9 percent in revenues for its water

 12       utility, and an increase of $4.5 million, or 15.87

 13       percent in base revenues for its wastewater

 14       utility.

 15            In response, our office has scrutinized

 16       Sunshine's application to make sure their requests

 17       are appropriate and to find cost savings for you,

 18       our customers.  This led to our office filing

 19       testimony on November 21st contesting several areas

 20       of Sunshine's application.

 21            Some of these areas where we are fighting for

 22       you on are, we are looking for a $3.2 million

 23       decrease for the company's water utility request,

 24       and a $1.5 million decrease for its wastewater

 25       utility request.  We are contesting Sunshine's
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 01       proposed $20 million advanced meter infrastructure,

 02       or AMI project, to replace its existing meters.  We

 03       are contesting their request for legal expenses

 04       that we believe have nothing to do with providing

 05       its customers with safe and reliable water and

 06       wastewater services; payment processing fees to be

 07       borne by all customers regardless of how they

 08       choose to pay their bills.  And we are contesting

 09       the fallout from Sunshine's parent companies

 10       merging together with each other.

 11            These are just O&M some of the areas that we

 12       are litigating on your behalf.  With that being

 13       said, it's Sunshine's burden to prove that what

 14       they are requesting is reasonable and prudent, and

 15       our office is going to challenge Sunshine on all of

 16       those areas where we feel they have not met that

 17       burden.

 18            Thank you very much.

 19            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Excellent.  Thank you.

 20            We will now move into hearing from customers

 21       in our customer testimony.  If -- anything that you

 22       say, of course, will become part of the official

 23       record.  Just kind of -- we have an operating

 24       procedure, of course, you see the microphone up

 25       here.  Just please approach the microphone.  My
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 01       friends here from the Office of Public Counsel will

 02       call out your name, will call out two names at a

 03       time, so just be ready and be on deck if you are up

 04       next.

 05            We have got a few folks that are signed up to

 06       speak today.  So that all of your neighbors have an

 07       opportunity to talk, let's try to maybe keep

 08       comments to five minutes.  I won't abruptly cut you

 09       off, of course, let you finish any thoughts and get

 10       through your points.

 11            I know some folks have marked that they do --

 12       that they are sworn in, but some folks have not.

 13       If you do plan on speaking today, do you mind

 14       standing up and raising your right hand and we can

 15       just take a quick oath?  We will just do that all

 16       at one time.

 17            (Whereupon, Chairman La Rosa administered the

 18  oath to the witnesses.)

 19            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Excellent.  Thank you.

 20            So I am going to go ahead -- let's actually

 21       start with any elected officials.  Are there any

 22       elected officials in the room that plan to speak

 23       this evening?

 24            Ma'am, you can approach the microphone.  Just,

 25       as a courtesy, we normally allow elected officials
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 01       to speak first.  Just please identify yourself.

 02            You are recognized, ma'am.  Thank you.

 03            MS. MILCH:  Thank you, sir.

 04            My name is Gabrielle Milch.  I am with the

 05       Seminole Soil and Water Conservation District, and

 06       I was elected in 2022 and continuing on that path.

 07       And thank you, Commission, for coming here today,

 08       and I appreciate this opportunity to let you know

 09       how we in Central Florida have worked with Sunshine

 10       Utilities over the years.

 11            I am also a environmental scientist, and I

 12       work for a nonprofit organization called the St.

 13       Johns Riverkeeper, and I am all about water quality

 14       and water protections, and an advocate for clean

 15       water.

 16            Sunshine Utilities is an investor-owned

 17       company, as you all know, and it, I believe it's

 18       good for the public to know that there is 41

 19       systems -- or 40 systems, I have seen different

 20       information -- and for wastewater and water supply

 21       for 10 counties.  So they have gone through a

 22       consolidation, which is interesting when you go and

 23       try to look through the information from that

 24       consolidation.

 25            And I believe there are about 124 companies in
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 01       Florida that you all work with at the PSC within 38

 02       counties that are these private partner -- or the

 03       publicly owned investor-owned, so they are allowed

 04       to get a profit.  And I understand that they want

 05       to make a profit, and a fair level of profit is due

 06       and just with good service.  However, the rates for

 07       customers like me should also include greater

 08       safety and human health considerations.

 09            Confidentiality and transparency is one of my

 10       service complaints.  We just recently, as

 11       customers, received a 30 -- an email with saying

 12       that utilities has spent $36 million on repair in

 13       the county.  It was not specific in which counties

 14       it spent that money, and I would like to know which

 15       counties the investment in the infrastructure has

 16       gone to if possible.

 17            I know that there have been protective orders

 18       filed and requested by the company due to

 19       pollutants found in many of their systems.  They

 20       are asking for a -- I heard 13 percent, but now I

 21       see you said a 19.9 percent increase.  And

 22       shouldn't we get a plan of action as customers for

 23       the repairs of our system and understand better?

 24            I looked through the proforma orders, and

 25       that's rather confusing for customers to have to go
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 01       to that extent of looking to see, you know, what

 02       are the problems with our system.

 03            And during the last hurricane, I rode my

 04       bicycle around my neighborhood, and I saw a lot of

 05       wastewater discharges and things, and I understand

 06       it was a wet water discharge, but we have also

 07       dealt with them during the dry and sunny season as

 08       well, overflows of lift stations, sewer caps and

 09       different things where the water and the wastewater

 10       commingle in the same distribution.  And I

 11       understand that, from the last hearing, that some

 12       of the piping in our neighborhood is degraded over

 13       time, and was made of asbestos concrete and needs

 14       to be lined and replaced.

 15            Also, some of the projects in our community,

 16       for instance, the distribution pipes for the

 17       drinking water, we received letters about lead in

 18       our pipes, the possibility that there is some lead

 19       in our pipes, and they add some chemical to the

 20       pipes that are supposed to reduce it and create

 21       some type of a film inside of the pipes to prevent

 22       us from having lead if they are in our pipes.

 23            Also, we have a leaky system.  It's, you know,

 24       50 years old.  I went to our 50-year anniversary in

 25       November, and I went around with a petition asking
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 01       for more information.  I didn't get that many

 02       signatures, but I got 49 signatures, including

 03       myself, on people with different comments about

 04       their concerns about the service and some of the

 05       issues that they all have.

 06            Also, the sanitary sewer overflows, I see that

 07       they had several consent orders from the Florida

 08       Department of Environmental Protection.  And they

 09       were ordered by the FDEP, which I am not sure how

 10       that has to do with the rates, except for they are

 11       supposed to come up with emergency response plans

 12       and a notification system for the -- for our

 13       customers.

 14            I have never received a boil water order

 15       notice or anything, but I am working with the

 16       communications person here with Sunshine to try and

 17       learn more about that.

 18            They also have a lot of broken pipes in the

 19       stormwater easements, and have discharged these

 20       lift stations of water -- of wastewater that just

 21       goes into our stormwater management system.  And I

 22       see dogs, and kids, and things, ducks playing in

 23       those areas, and it concerns me about the human

 24       health standards, mosquito borne diseases are a

 25       concern.
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 01            How to make a complaint about our system is

 02       not an easy process.  We have the ability to

 03       contact the utility, of course, and, you know, they

 04       will take your complaint.  And not many people

 05       understand the Public Service Commission, how they

 06       -- you all do the rate changes.  So I was told

 07       that, you know, you can complain to the -- to the

 08       Public Service Commission on things, but I don't

 09       think that's widely known by the customers of how

 10       to make these complaints.

 11            In a nutshell, water quality is one of my big

 12       issues for drinking water and for also the

 13       discharges.  We have a reuse system that's very

 14       old.  Our system was built early on, and they have

 15       added many things to it and have not necessarily,

 16       from my understanding over the last 20 years that I

 17       have been monitoring the system, have not done

 18       sufficient repairs.  They have done some repairs,

 19       and I am very grateful for everything that you have

 20       done.  And I wanted to thank them for all the money

 21       that they have spent.  And I want -- you know, I

 22       just want them to make a profit, but I would like

 23       them to fix the systems.

 24            Now, this is not just my utility.  It's also

 25       the other 40 systems out there.  I have heard there
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 01       was PFAS issues in the past in some water supply.

 02       Things had to be changed, some people.

 03            And I would really like the process to be a

 04       bit clearer and more transparent.  That's one of

 05       the goals of Sunshine, is to be transparent.  And

 06       it's not really that easy.  I have contacted them,

 07       and they have been very kind to me when I have

 08       asked questions.

 09            And also, you know, how do I get copies of

 10       their sanitary sewer overflows?  Their emergency

 11       response plans?  Things like that are all -- you

 12       know, you got to work through the DEP.  And I am

 13       not even sure how the DEP reports are connected to

 14       the Public Service Commission, and whether that's a

 15       criteria for consideration of the rate increase.

 16            And if you -- you know, if you have the

 17       opportunity to invest in a system and get money out

 18       of the system, then I would like to see a better

 19       job and an accounting where the public, the

 20       customers actually know what is being fixed and

 21       what some of the problems are for property issues.

 22            So I am grateful for you all being here

 23       tonight.  I am a bit nervous, so calm down.  It's

 24       almost over.  And I wanted to thank you all so

 25       much, and everybody who came out here tonight.  And
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 01       thank you.  And I really would like to see human

 02       health considerations about the water quality be a

 03       consideration as well, and have them fix our

 04       systems.

 05            Thank you.

 06            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Ms. Milch, there may be a

 07       quick question if that's okay.

 08            Office of Public Counsel?

 09            MR. PONCE:  Hi, Ms. Milch, first I wanted to

 10       thank you for taking the time out of your schedule

 11       to come here today.  We really appreciate it.

 12            You mentioned that you had a petition that you

 13       brought along with you.  If you would like, totally

 14       at your discretion, I don't mean to put you on the

 15       spot, but along with your sworn testimony, we can

 16       add that as an exhibit to this hearing if that's

 17       something that you would be interested in.  Maybe

 18       you could talk to the PSC staff over there, they

 19       can help you with that.

 20            MS. MILCH:  I would be happy to.

 21            MR. PONCE:  Okay.  Thank you.  Thank you

 22       again.

 23            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Any further questions?

 24            MR. FRIEDMAN:  I have --

 25            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Yes.  Sorry.
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 01            MS. MILCH:  How are you?

 02            MR. FRIEDMAN:  I'm short.  You gave me a

 03       seat --

 04            MS. MILCH:  You can stand up.

 05            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Gotcha.

 06            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Yeah, I have a couple of

 07       questions.

 08            Other than your call to Brian Garber last --

 09       recently, I don't see that you have ever contacted

 10       the utility with any of these complaints that you

 11       mentioned.

 12            MS. MILCH:  I have.  In the past, I have from

 13       the last rate case, and I can get documentation for

 14       that.  I have spoken to the previous

 15       Vice-President.  I actually took his name or

 16       whatever off the consent order from the Florida

 17       Department of Environmental Protection and called

 18       up, because I understand complaints are important

 19       to be registered.

 20            MR. FRIEDMAN:  So most -- other than your one

 21       call we talked about last week, most of this stuff

 22       you said you complained about or mentioned were

 23       complaints that occurred before 2018 in connection

 24       with the other rate case?

 25            MS. MILCH:  No.  I reviewed the rate case this
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 01       time as well, sir.

 02            MR. FRIEDMAN:  But you haven't -- but you

 03       didn't file the types of complaints that you just

 04       talked about, you didn't make any of those

 05       complaints to the utility since 2018?

 06            MS. MILCH:  I have spoken with the staff from

 07       the PSC staff, and it's very difficult to contact

 08       these folks.  Have you gotten messages?  You were

 09       supposed to have someone call me back and they

 10       didn't.

 11            MR. FRIEDMAN:  All right.  There is a toll

 12       free number that you can call and make complaints,

 13       a toll free number, and it's on their website.

 14       They make it very easy for customers to complain,

 15       but I am talking about complaints directly to the

 16       utility.  And I understand that somebody has

 17       reached out to you about in response -- you said

 18       nobody called back.  I think somebody did call back

 19       and tried to leave a message as I understand it,

 20       you don't have answering on your voice -- on your

 21       -- you don't have voice mail on your phone for some

 22       reason, so --

 23            MS. MILCH:  So I am complaining now, sir.

 24            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Okay.  And I appreciate that.

 25       Thank you.
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 01            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Thank you.

 02            And what we will do for exhibits, we will just

 03       do them at the end of the evening in case there

 04       anything else that needs to be input.

 05            So thank you, Ms. Milch, for your testimony.

 06            So now let's open it up to other customers.  I

 07       will throw it over to Mr. Ponce, and you can go

 08       ahead and call the next two names.

 09            MR. PONCE:  So the next two customers who

 10       signed up to speak are Stewart Dropkin and Nabil

 11       Gerges.  I apologize if I mispronounce your name.

 12            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Mr. Dropkin, you are

 13       recognized when you are ready.

 14            MR. DROPKIN:  Thank you.  Thank you very much,

 15       Commissioners.

 16            I looked at all this paperwork that I got when

 17       I arrived here, and tried to figure out what the

 18       increases would be for my residential bill, and it

 19       was a little confusing.  On the water bill, you are

 20       using a 4,000-gallon proposal, and on the

 21       wastewater, you are using a 6,000-gallon proposal.

 22            The wastewater seems to be going up between 15

 23       and 16 percent for my charges, and the water

 24       service is going up 22 percent.  I haven't the

 25       slightest idea if these percentage increases are
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 01       customary, are user friendly or what is normally

 02       occurring.  I understand the company hasn't had a

 03       rate increase in four years.

 04            I live in a community that has a homeowners'

 05       association.  We have to keep our lawns green, or

 06       else we get in trouble.  We stopped our sprinkler

 07       system for much too long last year, and we didn't

 08       have to replace the lawn, but the water bills

 09       really didn't decrease that much at all for

 10       stopping the water, the system, the sprinkler

 11       system.

 12            My wife and I go away for three months in the

 13       summer and I am on automatic payment, which works

 14       out great.  My bills didn't decrease very much at

 15       all in those three months that I had nobody in the

 16       house, no water being used except the sprinkler

 17       system.

 18            This company in San -- has inherited the

 19       Sanlando Utilities' infrastructure, the water

 20       system in Sweetwater Oaks, and apparently there is

 21       an awful lot of maintenance and upgrades that have

 22       had to be done, and still need to be done.

 23            I haven't the slightest idea how much money

 24       has been invested locally.  This email that we

 25       received yesterday said it was $36 million in local
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 01       infrastructure.  But as the previous speaker said,

 02       the local community was not ever identified, so it

 03       could be all of the communities and not this one.

 04            I have had -- encountered complaints from

 05       neighbors that have said that lift stations have

 06       just spued sewage out into the -- into the lots

 07       that surround the lift stations.  There has been an

 08       awful lot of complaints.  They need to really

 09       increase and upgrade the quality of the equipment

 10       in the Sweetwater Oaks neighborhood of Seminole

 11       County.

 12            And I am also concerned about the email that I

 13       got, or the mail that I received today, which is a

 14       notice to the public informing us of the PFAS

 15       values in our water systems.  Apparently there is a

 16       whole bunch.  They are all under the values that

 17       have been documented needing remediation.

 18            I don't know who makes those values up, and I

 19       don't know why they aren't more stringent, but at

 20       this time, Sunshine Water doesn't need to do

 21       anything to our water supply.  We get to keep all

 22       these PFAS values in our water that we drink.

 23            Now, Lake Mary oxygenated their water system

 24       to get rid of this because of the PFAS problem that

 25       they are having from the old Stromberg-Carlson
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 01       plant.  I would like to get these PFASs out of my

 02       water supply, but it's going to take a very

 03       expensive new plant work that, if these increases

 04       are given to them, I would hope that they would be

 05       targeted to do this type of remediation to protect

 06       us so that we don't get cancer as we get older.

 07            I am finished making my presentation.  Would

 08       you all like any of this documentation that I

 09       brought with me?

 10            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  I will direct that to the

 11       Office of Public Counsel.

 12            MR. PONCE:  Yeah.  If there anything that you

 13       would like to attach as an exhibit to your

 14       testimony, please I would encourage it.

 15            MR. DROPKIN:  This is the email.

 16            MR. FAROOQI:  You can bring it to me over

 17       here.

 18            MR. DROPKIN:  Okay.  Thank you.

 19            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Commissioners, any

 20       questions for Mr. Dropkin as he sends the paperwork

 21       over?  Okay, to Marty -- Mr. Dropkin, when you get

 22       a chance to come back, we got just a quick question

 23       for you.

 24            MR. DROPKIN:  Of course.

 25            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Yes, Mr. Dropkin, I am Marty
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 01       Friedman.  I am the attorney for Sunshine Water

 02       Services.  Just a couple questions.

 03            One, you mentioned that your neighbors have

 04       said that there was water sewage spewing out of the

 05       lift stations?

 06            MR. DROPKIN:  It's not constant.  It's

 07       episodic, but it does happen.  Yes, sir.

 08            MR. FRIEDMAN:  But your neighbors said that?

 09       You haven't seen it yourself?

 10            MR. DROPKIN:  It's a large neighborhood, so we

 11       have social gatherings.  These individual neighbors

 12       are not next door or down the block.  They are on

 13       another street completely.

 14            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Okay.  So it's not something

 15       you personally observed?

 16            MR. DROPKIN:  No, sir.

 17            MR. FRIEDMAN:  And I didn't see that you had

 18       made any complaints to Sunshine about anything.

 19            MR. DROPKIN:  I haven't made any complaints at

 20       all.

 21            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Okay.  Thank you, sir.

 22            MR. DROPKIN:  You're welcome.

 23            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Mr. Dropkin, thank you for

 24       your testimony.

 25            MR. DROPKIN:  You bet.
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 01            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Mr. Gerges.

 02            MR. GERGES:  Yes.

 03            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Sir, you are recognized?

 04            MR. GERGES:  My name is Nibil Gerges.  I have

 05       been a very long resident of Longwood, Florida.  I

 06       witnessed since Sanlando take over my bill went 110

 07       percent for the same quality of water.  No change.

 08       I do have one inch coming to my house.  The raise

 09       is 22-percent-and-a-half, 22.55 percent, and that's

 10       insane.  Who gets 22-and-a-half percent in this

 11       kind of economy that we are in?

 12            Not just that, most of the community that we

 13       live in, they are fixed in income, Social Security,

 14       and the Social Security increases are taken by

 15       Medicare, which reflects negative increase in our

 16       Social Security.

 17            If we can manage our financial to live and

 18       survive under these situations, how come we get

 19       22-and-a-half percent increase?  How can we afford

 20       living under this?

 21            The new meter that they have installed, it

 22       should save the company money, not increase.  It

 23       should save labor, save lots of things for the

 24       company.  Why they pass these expenses to us?

 25            One last thing I would like to know, to ask
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 01       that the company notify us if there is any unusual

 02       water, like someone get busted pipe.  The company

 03       should notify that customer, hey, you got a

 04       problem.  Not wait until the next billing that it

 05       will be $1,000.  Something need to be -- need to be

 06       telling us.  And thank you.

 07            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Thank you, sir, for your

 08       testimony.

 09            Are there any questions, Commissioners?

 10       Office of Public Counsel?

 11            Commissioner Clark has a question.

 12            COMMISSIONER CLARK:  Just a quick question.

 13       You mentioned that you have a one-inch meter to

 14       your house.  Are you still being billed on the

 15       residential rate?  I understand the residential

 16       rate is a flat based rate.

 17            MR. GERGES:  Yes.

 18            COMMISSIONER CLARK:  You are still billed

 19       under the residential rate?

 20            MR. GERGES:  Yes.

 21            COMMISSIONER CLARK:  Okay.  Thanks.

 22            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  One more question, Mr.

 23       Gerges.  Mr. Friedman has a question.

 24            MR. GERGES:  Sure.

 25            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Thank you, sir.
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 01            You mentioned that you would like a mechanism

 02       for you to be able between billing cycles to be

 03       able to know if you have a surge in your water --

 04       amount of water you use, is that what you said?

 05            MR. GERGES:  No.  What I am saying if, since

 06       it's all electronically, and you can see it on a

 07       daily basis, if something unusual, you know, like

 08       we do have increase water level of the pool or

 09       something, that's okay.  But if you have a busted

 10       pipe and the waters keep seeping, tell us you got a

 11       problem.

 12            MR. FRIEDMAN:  So if the AMI meter is tied to

 13       have the ability to set -- for you to set an alarm

 14       to do just what you said, that would be beneficial

 15       to you, would it not?

 16            MR. GERGES:  That would be beneficial, but

 17       most of the people, website is not beneficial.  A

 18       phone call would be nice.

 19            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Both, okay.

 20            THE WITNESS:  Both.

 21            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Thank you.

 22            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Thank you, sir, for your

 23       testimony.

 24            Mr. Ponce, I will throw it back to you for the

 25       next two names.
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 01            MR. PONCE:  All right.  The next two names are

 02       Ray Sedaghat and Judy Pizzo.

 03            MR. SEDAGHAT:  My name is Ray Sedaghat.  I

 04       live in Longwood Mandarin subdivision.  I am his

 05       neighbor.  And I was talking to the agent from

 06       Sunshine Water trying to resolve this issue.  It's

 07       been going on for three months.

 08            I took a trip three months ago with my family

 09       and went to Dubai for six weeks and came back, and

 10       normally my water is $40, and I got a bill for

 11       $410.  And I called the office, and they said that

 12       they going to send somebody here to see if we got

 13       any leak in the house, or what's going on with your

 14       property.

 15            They send a crew, and they check inside and

 16       outside.  Before we left the country, we shut the

 17       water off, and we had one person come and check our

 18       house.  And then they came and they checked

 19       everywhere inside and outside.  And they said there

 20       is no leak, and that our technician is going to

 21       check your meter and see if you need to replace

 22       your meter.

 23            And the technician came and said, I need to

 24       run a test.  And then when he run the test, he

 25       said, yeah, I am sorry, your meter failed, and here
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 01       is a copy.  You can take a picture of the test I

 02       did, and we going to give you a credit for $400,

 03       and -- so I am going to come back and check the

 04       PVC.

 05            So he came back and the PVC was broken

 06       somewhere.  He tried to fix it.  He said, I have

 07       only been with the company for one year.  And he

 08       tried to put the fittings on PVC.  And then he had

 09       some kind of problem with the fittings, and he

 10       called the office, some -- another gentleman came

 11       and helped him and put the PVC together.

 12            And then the manager, the field manager showed

 13       up, and he said it, looks like everything is okay

 14       on echo, and you don't have any water leaking

 15       inside in here, and we are going to take care of

 16       this.  And then nothing happened.

 17            And a couple weeks later I got a bill, and we

 18       on auto pay, for $619.  And then I tried to call

 19       the office and ask for a manager, and said -- the

 20       agent said, he said, don't worry about it.  We are

 21       going to take care of it next week.  Nothing

 22       happened.  And then we got a warning that our water

 23       is going to be shut off this week, and we got

 24       family coming from overseas, and so that's where I

 25       am.
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 01            I was talking to the gentleman here before I

 02       walked in, and he tried to resolve the issue.  The

 03       only choice I had, I call into the Commission in

 04       Tallahassee, file a complaint, and the employee is

 05       working on it and that's how they noticed Sunshine.

 06            That's where I am at this point, and that's

 07       what I need to do.

 08            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Sir, I have got a quick

 09       question.  So you have got an open complaint

 10       currently with the PSC in Tallahassee?

 11            MR. SEDAGHAT:  Yes.  Uh-huh.

 12            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Okay.  And the $600 bill is

 13       that currently as of this month, or it's recent, I

 14       presume?

 15            MR. SEDAGHAT:  No idea.  No bill is -- I have

 16       to pay tonight or they going to cut the water

 17       tomorrow or next day.

 18            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Okay.

 19            MR. SEDAGHAT:  They sai $130 what's due now.

 20            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Okay.  Commissioners, any

 21       other questions?

 22            Commissioner Fay, you are recognized.

 23            COMMISSIONER FAY:  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

 24            And I am aware of the complexities that it

 25       sounds like a complaint is pending with our
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 01       commission, so I want to be mindful of my comments.

 02       With that said, it doesn't seem like there is a

 03       reason here tonight that the utility staff that

 04       have come here to address customers just like this

 05       couldn't find some resolution before we leave here

 06       tonight.  So hopefully they will have a

 07       conversation and see where that goes, and then

 08       maybe they will be able to update us before we

 09       leave.

 10            MR. TWOMEY:  Yes, sir.

 11            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  So I am getting a nod from

 12       the company.

 13            Have you already spoken to someone from

 14       customer service of Sunshine Water this evening?

 15            MR. SEDAGHAT:  Yes.  I talked to the gentleman

 16       right before I came in outside.  He is trying to

 17       resolve this issue, and he recommended that I pay

 18       my current bill right now before I get

 19       disconnected.

 20            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Okay.

 21            MR. TWOMEY:  Commissioner --

 22            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Sure.

 23            MR. TWOMEY:  We will make sure that it is not

 24       shut off tomorrow and make sure that we work

 25       through the process and discover exactly what
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 01       happened, and then we will reach out to you, but we

 02       will make sure there is no interruption of service.

 03            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Okay.  Yeah, I think some

 04       reassurance is what you are looking for at least in

 05       the short-term to figure out to the overall

 06       problem.

 07            MR. SEDAGHAT:  Thanks so much.  I appreciate

 08       it.

 09            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Sir, we have one more

 10       question here from the Office of Public Counsel.

 11            MR. PONCE:  I'm sorry.  Just to clarify.  How

 12       much did the company ask for so that they would not

 13       shut off the water supply?

 14            MR. SEDAGHAT:  $131 is my current bill --

 15            MR. PONCE:  Okay.

 16            MR. SEDAGHAT:  -- I have to pay tonight.

 17            MR. PONCE:  Thank you.

 18            MR. SEDAGHAT:  Thank you.

 19            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Thank you, sir, for your

 20       testimony.

 21            Let's see, is it Ms. Pizzo?

 22            MS. PIZZO:  Yes, sir.

 23            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Ma'am, you are recognized.

 24            MS. PIZZO:  Good evening, Commissioners.

 25       Thank you for being here, and counsel, thank you as
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 01       well for being here for us.  Utility, good luck.

 02            I am a resident, a longtime resident of

 03       Florida.  I live in West Seminole County in a

 04       40-year-old community, Wekiva Cove.  We have our

 05       roads collapsing.  We have reached out, I

 06       understand my HOA board has recently reached out to

 07       the utility company to say, hey, when are you going

 08       to fix the water and sewer lines because we cannot

 09       repair, resurface our roads until those sewer lines

 10       are fixed.  Then we get this request for an

 11       increase, 19 plus percent.  I wish I had that kind

 12       of increase in my monies coming in.

 13            A lot of us are on limited income, as many of

 14       my previous speakers here have spoken -- have

 15       stated.  It's very frustrating when you are on a

 16       limited budget, even $4 or $5 could make a big

 17       difference with some people.  It makes a big

 18       difference for several.

 19            I have tried -- since I don't water, irrigate

 20       very much in my yard, I wanted to do a separate

 21       meter so I could actually see where just my husband

 22       and I have over 130-, 140-dollar water bill,

 23       utility bill every month, I was, like, where is

 24       this going?  Because we only water once a week for

 25       maybe 15, 20 minutes.  I wanted a separate meter
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 01       which many people have.  Hey, this is cool.  Let's

 02       do this.

 03            So instead of paying for sewer for something

 04       that isn't sewer, I reached out to the utility

 05       company and said, hey, can I have this added on to

 06       my house?  No.  Don't do that anymore.

 07            So it would make perfect sense if you could

 08       have a separate meter, one for the water that you

 09       are actually using, drinking, bathing, whatever,

 10       and one for the irrigation, but they don't do that

 11       anymore.  So you are locked in on this unfair

 12       billing system, as far as I am concerned it's

 13       unfair.

 14            I also wanted to add -- actually, no, I think

 15       that covered everything I wanted to say, except,

 16       again, thank you for giving me this time to speak.

 17       I appreciate it.

 18            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Sure.  Thank you.

 19            Ms. Pizzo, we may have questions.

 20            Commissioners, questions?

 21            Office of Public Counsel, good?

 22            Thank you very much for your testimony.

 23            MS. PIZZO:  Thank you.

 24            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Mr. Ponce, I think we have

 25       -- I have one left.
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 01            MR. PONCE:  The last name that I have on the

 02       sign-up list is Maria Delose.

 03            And before Ms. Delose speaks, if there is

 04       anybody this who has not signed up, I am sure the

 05       Commission will give you an opportunity to speak

 06       afterwards.

 07            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Absolutely.

 08            Ms. Delose, you are recognized.

 09            MS. DELOSE:  Yes.  Good evening.  My name is

 10       Maria Delose, as he mentioned.  I have been a

 11       resident and active member of the Wekiva community,

 12       which is now 50 years old, in Longwood.  Gabby gave

 13       a nice overview of some of the issues that we have

 14       in our system in our community, not just our

 15       community, but in Longwood in particular, Seminole

 16       County.

 17            I also want to mention, I spoke via Zoom in

 18       2021, it was after, of course, the pandemic, and we

 19       were talking regarding the poor water quality.  We

 20       have a carbon filter at our house, yet we get odor

 21       in our showers, we have to put vinegar -- my

 22       husband puts vinegar and baking soda.  Let's it

 23       sit.  Hot water.  And then two weeks later, same

 24       deal, mostly around two weeks or so.

 25            We also, in 2017, remodeled two of our
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 01       bathrooms, which now have stains in the commodes

 02       and they -- believe me, you can ask my husband,

 03       they are cleaned religiously, so it doesn't come

 04       off as, you know, they tell you put vinegar in

 05       there.  I try to treat it.  Some of the granite is

 06       stained.

 07            So as was mentioned, we do have things in our

 08       water that we would like to know what is happening

 09       for the amount of money that we are being charged

 10       for this water.

 11            When I walk or beautiful community, our sewers

 12       have odor as well, especially around East Trail,

 13       once in a while, not all the time, but once in a

 14       while.  Our beautiful York Park after Hurricane

 15       Milton had discharge, sewage discharge.  Gabby rode

 16       her bike and made us all aware.  She was the one

 17       that made us aware.  We did not hear from Sunshine

 18       Utilities.

 19            In fact, some people in Hunt Club lost water

 20       pressure -- lost water altogether for some time,

 21       and they were alarmed because they tried calling

 22       and they couldn't get through.  What they would get

 23       is a hangup.  So I called myself after I heard

 24       this, because we lost water pressure.  I contacted

 25       Gabby, and I said, are we supposed to boil water?
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 01       Have we heard?  I called Sanlando -- excuse me, I

 02       have been here 38 years, so I am going back in

 03       time.  But I called Sunshine Utilities.  Same

 04       thing, I couldn't get through.

 05            So I just want to mention, I am glad that we

 06       do have water, and I am glad they are addressing

 07       certain things, but I do think our water quality

 08       needs to be upgraded, as well as our system,

 09       different issues that were mentioned previously.

 10            And the rate increase, I think, is too

 11       substantial.  As Gabby mentioned, yes, you deserve

 12       a profit, it's a for-profit company, but that's a

 13       huge increase.  Most of us -- or many of us are

 14       retired in the community.  And so that's basically

 15       what I wanted to say.

 16            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Excellent.  Thank you for

 17       your testimony.

 18            Commissioners, are there any questions?

 19            Seeing none, Office of Public Counsel -- Mr.

 20       Friedman.

 21            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Yes.  What neighborhood do you

 22       live in?

 23            MS. DELOSE:  Wekiva.  Wekiva Hunt Club

 24       community, yes.

 25            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Wekiva Hunt Club?
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 01            MS. DELOSE:  Yes.

 02            MR. FRIEDMAN:  And when was it that you said

 03       you contacted -- you tried to contact the utility

 04       and couldn't get an answer?

 05            MS. DELOSE:  This was after Hurricane Milton.

 06       It was on the weekend, that Sunday after the

 07       hurricane.

 08            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Okay.

 09            MS. DELOSE:  And others, as I mentioned, had

 10       lost complete water.  They didn't have any water in

 11       Hunt Club, certain streets.

 12            MR. FRIEDMAN:  But you had water?

 13            MS. DELOSE:  We had water, but very low

 14       pressure.

 15            MR. FRIEDMAN:  And this was after the

 16       hurricane?

 17            MS. DELOSE:  Yes.  On the weekend after the

 18       hurricane.  The hurricane was, what, on Thursday?

 19            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Have you complained to the

 20       company about the odor in your shower?

 21            MS. DELOSE:  I did.  I was on zoom in 2021.

 22            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Okay.  So that was back in

 23       2021?

 24            MS. DELOSE:  Yeah.  Uh-huh.

 25            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Thank you.
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 01            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Mr. Ponce.

 02            MR. PONCE:  So when you most recently called

 03       to complain after Hurricane Milton, you weren't

 04       able to get through to a company representative?

 05            MS. DELOSE:  No.

 06            MR. PONCE:  Did anyone from the company ever

 07       call you back after that?

 08            MS. DELOSE:  No, because I couldn't get

 09       through.  What we got was a hangup.  We would wait,

 10       and then it would just disconnect.

 11            MR. PONCE:  Okay.  Thank you.

 12            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Did you call on a weekday or a

 13       weekend?

 14            MS. DELOSE:  It was on a Sunday.  Yeah.

 15            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Thank you.

 16            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Thank you for your

 17       testimony.

 18            Okay.  Is there anyone else here in the public

 19       that would like to address the Commission?

 20            Yes, sir.  You can -- you can take the mic.

 21       If you don't mind just taking a quick oath of

 22       office.  Raise your right hand.

 23            (Whereupon, Chairman La Rosa administered the

 24  oath to the witness.)

 25            THE WITNESS:  Yes.
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 01            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Excellent.  Thank you.

 02            You are recognized, sir.

 03            MR. HALE:  And honestly, I just moved to the

 04       Sweetwater Oaks area -- my name is Lee -- about

 05       three months ago, and I moved there because of the

 06       environmental area that it's surrounded by.  And

 07       one of the things -- I work in the wastewater

 08       industry, and I have been trying to learn about my

 09       local utility that services me.

 10            With all these upgrades, and I have heard some

 11       of these numbers, $104 million since 2021, I was

 12       wondering, I can't find anything on the effluent

 13       quality from the wastewater transparent plant.  And

 14       I am just curious if they will be more transparent

 15       if there is somewhere that someone can point me so

 16       that I can see, are they working towards AWT, like

 17       the BMAP ones, or are they just making permit

 18       minimums, or just -- I am just curious as to what's

 19       going on there, so I wanted to -- I haven't been

 20       able to find that information, and I look at that

 21       stuff day-in, day-out so I am a little, I don't

 22       know if concerned, just curious, so I don't want to

 23       raise any alarm.  I just can't find the

 24       information.

 25            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Sure.  We got the company
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 01       here, I think they will probably address you on

 02       that.

 03            MR. TWOMEY:  Yeah, we have got -- just for the

 04       record, we have got permits that we meet that are

 05       set by FDEP and would be happy to share those with

 06       you as the --

 07            MR. HALE:  So you just meet the permit

 08       compliance, not AWT?

 09            MR. TWOMEY:  Permit compliance.

 10            MR. HALE:  Okay.  Thank you.

 11            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  And, Lee, do you mind if we

 12       can get your full information --

 13            MR. HALE:  Yeah.

 14            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  -- you can see this lady in

 15       the background with the clipboard to get your

 16       information.

 17            MR. HALE:  Okay.  Thank you.

 18            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Awesome, thank you.

 19            Anybody else from the public would like to

 20       address the Commission?

 21            Seeing none, just kind of some housekeeping

 22       stuff.  Of course, we will have a more technical

 23       hearing later on.  This is, of course, a service

 24       hearing, and I reiterated a little of that.  Of

 25       course, as we go back to Tallahassee come next
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 01       year, we will start going through some of the

 02       technicalities that I know many of the customers

 03       brought up this evening.

 04            Do we have any exhibits to handle?  Exhibits?

 05            MR. PONCE:  I believe a couple of exhibits

 06       have been handed to your staff.

 07            MR. SANDY:  We have exhibits, Mr. Chair.  The

 08       first exhibit is a petition that I believe our

 09       Clerk has.  I would ask Mr. Friedman if he has any

 10       objections one way or the other to the admission of

 11       that exhibit?

 12            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Do the parties have

 13       objections?

 14            MR. FRIEDMAN:  No.

 15            MR. SANDY:  No objection -- I see no objection

 16       from Mr. Friedman, so, therefore, I would label

 17       that as Exhibit 1 --

 18            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Okay.

 19            MR. SANDY:  -- for you to admit into the

 20       record.

 21            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  All right.  Show that as

 22       marked.

 23            (Whereupon, Exhibit No. 1 was marked for

 24  identification and received into evidence.)

 25            MR. SANDY:  And then the second exhibit is a
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 01       composite exhibit regarding be a email from

 02       December 16th of 2024 regarding Sunshine's

 03       investment in infrastructure, along with a notice

 04       of unregulated contaminant monitoring rule results

 05       for Sanlando.

 06            Any objection, Mr. Friedman?

 07            MR. FRIEDMAN:  What -- can you tell me what

 08       witness that was just so I can tie it back to the

 09       witness?

 10            MR. SANDY:  It was the second witness of the

 11       record.

 12            MR. FRIEDMAN:  Okay.  I have no objection.

 13            MR. SANDY:  Okay.

 14            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Showing no objection, then

 15       we will call that --

 16            MR. SANDY:  Composite Exhibit No. 2.

 17            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  All right.  Show that as

 18       marked.

 19            (Whereupon, Exhibit No. 2 was marked for

 20  identification and received into evidence.)

 21            MR. SANDY:  And with that, I do not have any

 22       other exhibits that need our attention, Mr. Chair.

 23            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  All right.  I think we are

 24       good.  I think we are in the right posture.

 25            Commissioners, are there any further questions
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 01       or concluding remarks?  Seeing none.

 02            Again, I want to -- Commissioner Fay, you are

 03       recognized.

 04            COMMISSIONER FAY:  Yeah, Mr. Chairman, just

 05       real quick.  We had some comments about the

 06       environmental components, and I know our staff can

 07       answer any questions, but as part of that technical

 08       rate process, we do look at both health and DEP

 09       compliance in that ratemaking.  So I just want to

 10       make that clear, that is part of the ratemaking

 11       process.

 12            Thank you.

 13            CHAIRMAN LA ROSA:  Excellent.  Thank you.

 14            And everyone that is here with us live in

 15       person, we have got a case overview, our contact

 16       information at the PSC, some specifics as far as

 17       individuals from the Commission that are involved

 18       in the case.  Their direct contact information is

 19       in here, so please feel free to reach out to them

 20       if you have got any more technical questions or

 21       thoughts on that.  And, of course, information on

 22       how to submit any further comments into the record

 23       is also in here.

 24            I just want to say thank you to Altamonte

 25       Springs for hosting us.  It's important for us to
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 01       coming out to the community, especially in a

 02       territory such as this and be able to get in front

 03       of the customers as most convenient, and being here

 04       in Altamonte City in their chambers seems to be

 05       certainly a win with a good turnout.

 06            So, again, thank you to Altamonte Springs for

 07       making way for us.  It's certainly convenient.  And

 08       if there is no further business before us, see that

 09       this meeting is adjourned.
