BY THE COMMISSION: 

NOTICE is hereby given by the Florida Public Service Commission that the action 
discussed herein is preliminary in nature and will become final unless a person whose interests 
are substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding, pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, 
Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.). 

BIF IV Intrepid OpCo LLC ("BIF") applied for a Certificate of Authority to provide 
telecommunications service, pursuant to Section 364.335, Florida Statutes (F.S.). Upon review 
of the application, it appears that BIF has sufficient technical, financial, and managerial 
capability to provide such service. Accordingly, we hereby grant to BIF Certificate of Authority 
No. 8986, which shall authorize BIF to provide telecommunications service throughout the State 
of Florida. 

Telecommunications service providers are required to comply with all applicable 
provisions of Chapter 364, F.S., and Chapter 25-4, F.A.C. 

In addition, under Section 364.336, F.S., certificate holders must pay a minimum annual 
Regulatory Assessment Fee (RAF) if the certificate was active during any portion of the calendar 
year. A RAF Return notice will be mailed each December to BIF for payment by January 30th. 
Neither the cancellation of its certificate nor the failure to receive a RAF Return notice shall 
relieve BIF from its obligation to pay its RAF.

Service 
disconnections shall not be made on Friday, Saturday, 
Sunday, a legal holiday, or at any time the utility's business 
offices are not open, except in the case of an emergency. 

F Failure to Comply with Service Conditions. For failure of the 
Customer to furnish the service equipment, permits, 
certificates, or rights-of-way, specified by the Company as a 
condition to obtaining service, or if the equipment or 
permissions are withdrawn or terminated.

2.13 Unlawful Use of Service (Cont'd) 

2.13.2 If service has been physically disconnected by law enforcement officials at 
the Customer's premises and if there is not presented to the Company the 
written finding of a judge, then upon written or verbal request of the subscriber, 
and agreement to pay restoral of service charges and other applicable service 
charges, the Company shall promptly restore such service. 

2.14 Interference with or Impairment of Service 

Service shall not be used in any manner that interferes with other persons in the use 
of their service, prevents other persons from using their service, or otherwise impairs 
the quality of service to other Customers. The Company may require a Customer to 
immediately shut down its transmission of signals if said transmission is causing 
interference to others or impairing the service of others.

TDD: The credit to be given on a subsequent bill for such calls placed between 
TDDs will be equal to applying the evening rate during business day hours and 
night/weekend rate during the evening rate period. 

TRS: The credit to be given on a subsequent bill for such calls placed by 
TDDs with the assistance of the relay center will be equal to 50% of the rate 
for the applicable rate period. If either the calling or called party indicates 
that either party is both hearing and visually impaired, the call shall be 
discounted at 25% of the applicable rate. 

2.18 Minimum Call Completion Rate, if Applicable 

2.18.1 The minimum call completion rate at all times shall be no less than 97%.

2.17  Access to Telephone Relay Services, if Applicable

2.17.1 A telephone toll message which is communicated using a 
telecommunications device for the deaf (TDD) by properly certified hearing 
or speech impaired persons or properly certified business establishments or 
individuals equipped with TDDs for communicating with hearing or speech 
impaired persons will receive, upon request, credit on charges for certain 
intrastate toll charges placed between TDDs. Discounts do not apply to 
surcharges or per call add-on charges for operator services when the call is 
placed by a method that would normally incur the surcharge. 

TDD: The credit to be given on a subsequent bill for such calls placed between 
TDDs will be equal to applying the evening rate during business day hours and 
night/weekend rate during the evening rate period. 

TRS: The credit to be given on a subsequent bill for such calls placed by 
TDDs with the assistance of the relay center will be equal to 50% of the rate 
for the applicable rate period. If either the calling or called party indicates 
that either party is both hearing and visually impaired, the call shall be 
discounted at 25% of the applicable rate. 

2.18  Minimum Call Completion Rate, if Applicable 

2.18.1 The minimum call completion rate at all times shall be no less than 97%.
