ORDER GRANTING CONFIDENTIALITY TO PORTIONS 
OF TECO ' S APR IL, 1989 

FUEL REPORT FORMS 

Tampa Electric Company (TECO ) has requeste d specified 
confidential classificatio n for Forms 423-l(a) , 423-l(b) , 
423-2(a) , and 423-2(b) of its April, 1989 fuel report . 

All of t hese documents co.ntain information relaled o the 
company ' s fuel contracts. Disclosure of this informa Lion, TECO 
contends, would likely impair its ability to negotia te future 
fuel and transportation contracts because it would inform 
potential bidders of current prices paid for services . 

Section 366.093(1), Florida Statutes , states in pertine nt 
part: 

. . . Upon request of the public utility, any 
reco r ds rec eived by the Commiss i o n which ace 
s hown to be propr ietary confidential 
business information shall be ke pt 
confidential and s hall be exempt from s. 
119.07(1). 

Subsection ( 3 ) of the section defines pro prie t ary 
confiden tial business information as, among o ther things , 
i nfo r ma tio n concerning bids or other contractual daLa, the 
disclosure of whic h wou ld impair the effo rts of the utility o 
contract for services o n fa vorable terms. Our confidentiality 
rule sta t es that classification of material as propcie ary 
confidential business information can be justified by 
demo nst rat i ng how the info rmation it contains falls under o ne 
or more of t he statutory examples. Rule 25-22 . 006(4), Florida 
Administrative Code . 
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An examination of the TECO document ON 5978-89 shows that 
it contains confidential information which, if r eleased, could 
affect the company' s a bility to contract fot fuel on favorable 
terms. 

In consideration of t he foregoing , it is 

ORDERED that the info rmation TECO seeks to pro ect from 
public disclosure o n its April, 1989 FPSC Forms 423-l(a), 
423-l(b), 423-2 ( a ), and 423-2(b), identified as ON 5978-89 is 
confident ia l and sha l l continue to be e xempt frc!ll the 
requirements of Section ll9.07 (1), Florida Sta utes . It is 
further 

ORDERED t ha t if a protest is filed within 14 days o f the 
date of this o rder it will be tesolved by the arpropriale 
Commissio n pane l pursua n t to Rule 25-22.006(3)(d), Florida 
Adminis t rative Code.
