ORDER ACKNOWLEDGI NG INDEXING 
AND PASS-THROUGH RATE ADJUSTMENTS 

BY THE C0~~1ISSION : 

On August 14, 1989 , Southern States Uti lities, Inc. 
(U ility ) notified this Commissio n of its i n ten tion to increase 
rates to the customers of its Sugar Mill Woods Div ision in 
Citrus Coun y by application of the price-indexi ng a nd 
pass-throug h provisions of Subsections 367.081(4)(a ) and ( b ), 

lorida Statutes, respectively, and Rules 25-30.420 and 
25-3 0.425, Florida Administrative Code, r espectively . 

By Order No. 20972, issued by this Commission on March 31 , 
1989 , i n Docket No . 890005-WS , the rales of wa te r and sewer 
uliliLjes are subject to adjustment as a r esul l of he 
applica t ion of the price index to certai n utility opetation and 
maintenance costs. Th e indexing f actor is 4.35 percent. 

The Utility al.w intends to pass through to it s cus tomers 
a n increase in its ad valoret Laxes . The Utili t y waived ils 
righL Lo place the pass-Lhrough rates into effect thi rl y days 
from the fi ling dale of this notice and slates that these rates 
are to become effective si ~ullaneousl y with the i ndexi ng 
adjustment. 

The doc umentation submitted by the Utility in support of 
its indexing and pass-thro ugh notice meets the Commission' s 
rt!quircmen ts , as set forth in Rules 25-30 .4 20 and 25-30.425 , 
Florida Admi n istrative Code. In compliance wi t h said rules , 
the Utili y advised us that it will provide not ice to its 
cus omers prior t o the effecti ve date of the rates , info r ming 
Lhem o f the impend i ng r ate adjustment· and e xpla i n ing that the 
increase is due to the pass-through provisi o ns and the 
applica ion of the price index to certai n opera i o n a nd 
mai n cnance expenses . 

Ap plying increase facto rs 
e x isting rat e schedules r esults 

of 1 .0183 a nd 1.0174 to Lhe 
in i ncreased water and sewe r 
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revenues of $5 , 105 and $5 , 849, respectively . The schedules of 
our computations are as follows:
