ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF

By Order No. 22203, issued November 21, 1989 , this 
Commission app roved a transfer of Certificates Nos . 263-W and 
31 7-S from Beacon Twenty-One Development Corporation to Lan ige r 
Enterprises of America, I nc. Al so by Order No . 22203, the 
Commission proposed to disrega r d a negative acquisition 
adj ustment, wh ich arose out of t he transfer, in setting rate 
base as of t he time of the transfer . 

On Decembe r 12, 1989 , the Office of Public Counsel (OPC) 
protested that portion of Order No . 22203 by which the 
Co~niss ion declined to recognize Lhe negative acquisition 
adjustment . Accordi ngly, t hi s matter was set for an 
administrative hearing o n May 4, 1990, wi h a prehcar i ng 
conference to be held on April 25 , 1990 . 

By Order No. 22416 , -issued January 12 , 1990, Lhe 
Pre he a ring Off ieee established a schedule to gave rn the key 
activities in this case. Pursuant to Orde r No. 22416, the 
parties were to prefile their d irect testimony and exhibits no 
later t han February 23 , 1990 . 

Recently , the parties have e ngaged in discussions aimed at 
sett ling t his matter. The Prehearing Officer is informed t hat 
the parties are close to an agreement. Since a settlement 
appea rs likely, a nd i n o rder t hat t he needless expense of 
preparing testimony and e xhibits ma y be avoided , thu ?reheari ng 
Officer , on her own motion, hereby grants a thirty-day 
e xtension of time for the parties to prefile t heu direct 
test imony and e xhibits. The Prehearing Officer is informed 
tha t neither party objects to such an e x tension and the 
extension will do no harm to the case schedule. 

It is, therefore, 
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ORDERED by Betty Easley, as Prehearing Officer, t hat Order 
No. 22416 is hereby amended in order to allow the parties until 
March 26 , 1990, to prefi le their direct testimony and 
exhibits . It is further 

ORDERED that Order No. 22416 is hereby affirmed in all 
other r espects.

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Any party adversely affected by this order , wh ich is 
preliminary, procedu ral or i ntermediate in nature , may 
request : 1 ) reconsideration w1thin 10 days pu rsuant to Ru le 
25-22. 038( 2 ), Florida Administ r ati ve Cod e , if issued by a 
Preheacing Officer; 2 ) r econsideration wi t hin 15 days pursuan t I 
to Rule 25-22 .060, Flor ida Administrative Code , if issued by 
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the Commission; or 3) judicial review by the Florida Supreme 
Court, in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility, or 
the First District Court of Appeal, 1.n lhe case o f a water or 
sewer utility . A motion for reconsideration shall be filed 
wi h the Director , Division of Records and Reporting, in the 
form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060 , Florida Admi nistrative 
Code. Judicial review of a preliminary, procedural or 
intermediate ruling or order is ava.i lable if review of the 
final action will no t provide an adequate remedy. Such review 
may be requested from the appropriate court, as described 
above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure . 
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
