PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of the proposed rules and

amendments is to reorganize and improve Commission requirements

4408G
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for the certification of water and wastewater utilities. The
rules reflect legislative changes to Chapter 367, Florida
Statutes. The effect of the rules is to clarify and better
organize the certification process and to codify current
Commission policies in this area.

SUMMARY: The proposed rules and rule amendments set out the
notice and filing requirements for all types of certification of
water and wastewater utilities and they extend the time for filing
objections to applications for certification from 20 to 30 days.
Separate rules are created for each type of certificate
application. These rules specify the information a utility must
include in its application for original certification, transfer,
extension, or deletion of a certificate. Duplicative rules are
deleted.

SUMMARY OF THE ESTIMATE OF ECONOMIC IMPACT OF THESE RULES: The
proposed rules and rule amendments will not significantly increase
Commission costs because the rules primarily codify current
Commission practice. Similarly the rules are not expected to have
a significant economic effect on the utilities. The rules which
require notice to customers when any type of certification,
transfer, extension or deletion is sought is the major explicit
increased cost identified, and that cost is minimal.
