BY THE COMMISSION: 

Intermedia Communications of Florida, Inc. (ICI) filed on 
August 14, 1991, a Motion for Extension of Time to File Motion for 
Re cons ideration of Order No . 24877. Order No . 24877 , issued in 
this Docket on Auqus,t 2, 1991, is the final order culminating an 
extensive investigation i nto the operations of alternate access 
vendors. ICI ' s pleading states tha t its counsel will be out of 
state through Auqust 22nd. The period for reconsideration pursuant 
to Rule 25-22.060, Florida Administrative Code, ends August 19, 
1991. ICI states that its motion is made in good faith because i t 
needs additional time to file its motion for reconsideration. 

Because of the significant nature of this Order, representing 
the authorization of a new category of participants i n the 
telecommunications industry, we find it appropriate to waive Rule

Administrative Code; or 2) judicial r eview by the Florida Supreme 
Court in the case of an electric , gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appeal in the case of a water or sewe r 
utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, Division o f 
Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and 
the filing fee with the appropriate court. This filing mus t be 
c ompleted within thirty (JO) days after the issuance of this order, 
pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specifi ed in Rule 9.900 (a ) , 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
