Any objection or protest filed in this docket before t he 

issuance date o f this order is considered abandoned unless it 

satisfies the foregoing condit i o n s and is renewed within the 

s pecified protest period. 

If this order becomes final and effective on the date 

described above , any party substantially affec ted may request 

j udicial revie w by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 

electric , gas or telephone util i ty or by t he First District Court 

of Appeal in the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a 

notice o f appeal with the Director, Division of Records and 

Reporting a nd filing a copy o f the notice of appeal a nd the filing 

fee wi t h t he appropriate court . This filing mus t be completed 

within thirty ( 30) days o f the effective date of this o rder, 

pursuant to Rule 9.110 , Florida Rules o f Appellate Procedure . The 

notice o f appeal must be in the form specified i n Rule 9 . 900(a) , 

Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . 
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
