ORDER GRANTING PETITION FOR INTERVENTION

By Petition filed July 14, 2000, the Legal Envircnmental
Agsistance Foundation, Inc. (LEATF) requested permission to
intervene in this proceeding. No regponse was filed in opposition
to this request.

LEAF argues in its Petition for Intervention that its
substantial interests are subject to determination and will be
affected by Commission action taken in this proceeding. LEAF
states that Rules 25-17, 25-22, and 28-106, Florida Administrative
Code and Chapters 120 and 366, Florida Statutes, entitle LEAF to
relief.

LEAF describes itself as a public interest advocacy
organization with corporate purposes of protecting the environment
and public health. LEAF maintains that a substantial number of its
members have an interest in the environmental and energy effects
which will result from the decision in this docket, including the
potential for increased use of sustainable energy supplies. LEAF
asserts that the decision in this docket will “substantially
influence how energy service are provided and which energy
regources {including solar and efficiency resocurces) are relied
upon, thereby influencing the environmental and health impacts of
meeting Florida’s energy service needs.”

Az additional grounds supporting its Motion for Intervention,
LEAF states that it was granted intervention in Docket No. 990538-
EI, which addresses the establishment of electric requirements for
small photovoltaic systems. See Order No. PSC-995-1192-PCO-EI,
igsued June 9, 19995. LEAF claims that Docket No. 990538-EI will
determine matters substantially similar to those determined in this
docket .

Having considered the pleading and there being no opposition
to it, LEAF’s Petition is granted.
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It is therefore

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the
Petition to Intervene filed by the Legal Environmental Assistance
Foundation, Inc., is granted. It is further

ORDERED that all parties to this proceeding shall furnish
copies of all testimony, exhibits, pleadings and other documents
which may hereinafter be filed in this proceeding, to:

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICTIAI, REVIEW

administrative hearing or judicilal review of Commission orders that
is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as
well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice
should not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative
hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief
sought.
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Mediation may be available on a case-by-case basis. If
mediation is conducted, it does not affect a substantially
interested person’s right to a hearing.

Any party adversgely affected by this order, which is
preliminary, procedural or intermediate in nature, may request: (1)
reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.0376, Florida
Administrative Code, 1f issued by a Prehearing Officer; (2)
reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.060, Florida
Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission; or (3) judicial
review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an electric,
gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in
the case of a water or wastewater utility. A motion for
reconsideration shall be filed with the Director, Division of
Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.,060,
Florida Administrative Code. Judicial review of a preliminary,
procedural or intermediate ruling or order ig available if review
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such
review may be requested from the appropriate court, as described
above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate
Procedure.
