Al t ho ug h Mr. Boyd' s con firmalion 
ha s not been rece ive d. a fter some de l ay, we fi nd t hat the 
appl icant does not wi sh to purs ue t hi s matte r a nd t he docket 
s ho uld be c l osed.

ORDERED by the Fl o rida Pub l ic .Se rvice Commission that the 
appl icat i o n o f James L. Boyd, Inc. for a uthor ity to p r ov ide

Florida Statutes (1985 ), as amended by I 
Chapter 87-345, Section 6 , Laws of Florida (1987), to notify 
parties of al'y administrative hearing or judicial review of 
Commission o rders that is availab l e under SP.ctions U0.57 or 
120 . 68, Florida Statutes . as well as the procedures a nd time 
limits that apply. This no tice s hould not be construed to mean 
all request s f o r a n adm ini st rative he ari.ng o r j ud icia l review 
will be granted o r result in t h e re lief s o ught. 

ThP. act i o n pro posed her!! in is prel iminary in nature and 
will no t become effective o r fi nal, e xcept as provided by Rule 
25-22.029 . Flo rida Administrative Code . Any person whose 
substantial interests are affected by the action proposed by 
this order may file a petition for a formal proceeding, as 
provided by Rule 25- 22 .029(4 ), Florida Administrative Code, in 
t he form provided by Rule 25-22.036(7)(a) and (f), Florida 
Administrative Code. This peti t ion must be r eceived by the 
Director. Divi sion of Records and Repo r ti ng at h is o ff ice at 
101 East Gaines Street, Tallahassee. fl o rida 32399-0870, by the 
close of business on February 24, 1989 . I n the ab~ence of such 
a petition. this o rder sha ll become effective February 27, 1989 
as provided by Rule 25-22.029(6), Florida Administrative Code, 
and as reflected in a subsequent order . 

Any objection or protes t filed in this docket befo re the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoi ng condit i o ns and is rene1-ted within the 
specified prote~t period . 

If this order becomes final a nd effective on February 27, 
1989, any party adversely affected may request judicial review 
by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric, gas or 
telephone uti lity or by the First District Court of Appeal in 
the case of a water or sewer utility by filing a notice o f 
appeal with the Director, Division o f Records and Reporting and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee wi ::h 
the appropriate court. This filing must be c ompleted within 
thirty (30) days of the effective date of this o rder, pursuant 
to Rule 9 . 110, Florida Rules of Appe llate Procedure. The 
notice o f appeal must be in t he form s pecified in Rule 
9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure . 
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
