No tice is he reby given by the Flo ri d Pablic Service 
Commission that the actio n discuss ed here i n t s prelimina ry in 
na t ure and will bec ome Linal unless a person wno s e int~rests 
are substantial l y affected files a pet ltto n to~ f ormal 
proceedi ng pursuant to Rule 25- 22.029, F lodda Administrative 
Code. 

The respective c ompanies lt sted in the caption of t his 
Order filed applicati o ns f o r a certificate to provide pay 
telepho ne service ( PATS ). Those appl i cations were tiled 
pursu a nt t o Sectto n 3 64.33. Flo rida Statutes (1985), which 
prov ides that no person can beg i n construction or operation of 
a te lepho ne line, plant o r system without first o btaining from 
this Commission a certificate of public convenience and 
necessity. 

By Order No . 1413 2 , i ssued February 27, 1985, t his 
Commission authorized the provision of compet 1 t1v~ pay 
te lepho ne service on a t o ll-o nly basi s in additio n t o the PATS 
that is currently pro vided by t he local exchange companies. 
Effective June 24, 1985, Sectio n 364.335(4), Florida Statutes 
(1985 ). wa s amended t o expand our autho ri t y l:> gra nt to PATS 
providers the autho rity to offer local PATS in addition to the 
previousLy allowed t o ll PATS. In Order No . Jl113 2 , we set forth 
the requirements f or certification o f PATS pro vtders as well as 
t he terms, conditions, service standards and rates that apply 
to the pro visio n of PATS. Additi o nally, we required PATS 
providers t o comply with t he requirements of Section 350.11l, 
Florida S tatutes, which imposes a regulatory assessment lo::e. 
We also required each PATS pro vider t o re •o rt t o the Commission 
the number of pay telepho ne i nstruments t hat it o perates in 
Flo r i da. This repo rt should be fi l ed in c o njunction with a 
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PATS provider's payment o f its regu l ato ry assessment fee to 
thi s Corr.mission. Furthe r , in o r der to o btain ser·;ice from a 
local e xchlnge c ompany for a PA-:'5 instrument. each PATS 
p rov1der r.:ust specifically request a c o in access line from the 
serving local exchange co~pany .

appeal with t he Director. Division o f Records a nd Reporting and 
fil i ng a copy of l.h notice o,f appoa l and t ho filing f ee with 
t he a ppro priate court. This fi l ing must be completed wi t h i n 
t hir t y (30) days of t he effective date of thi s order, pursuant 
to Rule 9. 110, flor ida Rules of Appel late Procedure. The 
notice o f appeal must be in the form spec ified in Rule 
9 . 90 0( a), fl o rida Rules o f Appellate Procedure . 
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
