ORDER EXTENCING I:.XPERIMENTAL TARIFF 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

I. BACKGROUND 

in t he 

On May 4, 1988, GTE F lo rida, [nc. (GTEFL) filed a n 
experimental tariff pro posing to offer an intraLATA toll 
opt i onal calling service, Suncoast Preferred5

". The taritf 
was pro posed on a market-test basis f o r custome r dialed calls 
originating i n the Clearwater -Countrys ide, Lake land- Mai n, New 
Port Richey-Main and Tampa - East central o ffice areas 
terminating within the Tampa LATA. Subscribers to the serv i ce, 
for a fixed monthly rate, receive an additional discount ove r 
and above the time-of-day di scounts speci fi ed in the tariff. 
The plan has two options: 1) subscribers may pay a monthly 
rate of $1.75 per access line a nti receive a twenty percent 
discount o r 2 ) pay a monthly rate of $12.00 per account and 
receive a discount of t en, twenty or twe nty-five percent 
depending o n the total vo lume of intraLATA calls. Prior to 
approval of Suncoast Prefer red Service (SPS). customer dialed 
station-to - station intcaLATA tol l rates were the uniform 
s tatewide LEC toll rates whic h are based upo n distance and 
length of call, with time-of-day discounts. The initi a l fi ling 
wa s f o r a six-month period and was scheduled to expiro Oc t ober 
31. 1988 . 

Teltec Saving Communication Company (now Telus 
Communicat ions , Inc.) appeared at the Age nda Con ference at 
which GTEFL' s SPS tariff was considered a nd requested t hat the 
tariff be suspended and set for hearing. 

By Order No. 19517, i ssued on June 20, 1988, the 
Commission approved GTEFL's SPS tariff and denied Teltec's 
request f o e suspension o f and a heari ng on the tariff. 
Subsequently, Telus fil ed a Peti tion for Recons ideration of 
Order No. 19517 and Alte rnat ive Request for Hearing. GTEFL 
time ly filed their response to Telus' pleading . Telus then 
filed an Amended Motion for Recons ideration of Order No. 19517; 
Complaint and Petition to Change Rates of GTE Flo rida, I nc.; 
and Reques t foe Hea ring. GTEFL then filed their Motion to 
Strike, Motion to Di smi ss and Response to Telus Commu nications, 
Inc.'s Amende d Pleading. GTEFL requested t hat the tariff be 
extended beyond October 31. 1988 until January 31, 1989. 
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By Order No. 203 25 . i ssued November 17 , 1966, this 
Comm i s sion denied Telus's r1otion for Reconsideration of Order 
No . 19517; granted Telus ' s Motion to Amend i ts Complaint and 
Pet i tion ; denied GTE Florida Incorporated's Mot ion to dismiss 
Te l us's amended ComplainL; and granted GTEFL ten days to file 
i t s answer to Te l us • s amended compl aint. Further. we CHanted 
GTEFL's t"equest to e x tend the SPS experimental tariff until 
January 31. 1969 a nd required report s t o be filed . GTEFL has 
now ~equested tha t the January 31. 1969 expiration date be 
extended an additional ninety days until May 1, 1989. 

I I. EXPERIMENTAL 'rARIFF EXTENSION 

This. Commi~sior. approved GTEFL' s e xperimenta l SPS tariff 
i n Or uer No . 19517, issued on June 20, 1988. The tariff, as 
filed, was to become effective on June 1. 1988 a nd expire on 
Oc tober 31. 1988. However, because o f Te lus' request fo r 
reco nside ration of the o rder, GTEFL did no t actual ly implement 
the s ervi ce until August 1, 1988. GTEFL requested an extension 
o f the SPS tariff until Janua ry 31. 1989 in order to gather 
data f o r a t o tal six-month period . We approved Th is exten!'iion 
by Order No . 20325, issued November 17, 1986. On January 10, 
1989 , GTEFL filed a request for a further extension until 
May 1, 1969. 

According to the late st information available, GTEFL had a 
total of 3,175 subscribing to the optiona l toll plans; 2, 490 
residential customers and 660 business customers were 
subscribing to Plan 1 and 25 business customers were 
s ubscribing to Plan 2. Accordiny to the Company, if the tariff 
offering is not extended, the discounts will expire and these 
customers' intraLATA toll rates will increase approximately 
twelve (12) percent on February 1, 1989. 

In add~tion, the compa ny informs us that it is in the 
process of finali zing proposed modif i cations to this offering, 
based o n an analysis of customer acce ptance thus far. The 
final (permanent) tariff will be ready for fi ling at least 
sixty days prior to May 1, 1989. The Company asks that the SPS 
tariff be c ontinued without interruption unti l May 1, 1989 in 
order t o a llow consideration of the final tariff. 

Upon consideration, we find it appropriate to grant an 
extens ion of the SPS experimental tariff until May 1, 1989 . 
This is an experimental tariff which has only been in o peration 
for approximately o ne hundred and eighty days. The extension 
will permit t he Company to further evaluate t he performance, 
cost and pricing of the service whe r eby adjustments can be made 
to meet subscriber ' s needs. The extension will also postpone 
any subscriber disruption pending the review o f the final 
tariff.

GTEFL shall continue f i 1 ing qu a rterly reports o n the SPS I 
experiment delineating, at a minimum, a breakdown by residence 
and business s ubscribers, the number of subscribers under each 
plan (per line vs per acco un t ) , the intraLATA revenues these 
subscribers genel:ated and t he discounted amounts in each 
percentage. This informati o n will facilitat e the final 
Commi ssion evalua t ion o f this experiment. 
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This docket shall remain o pe n pending f inal r evie w o f the 
SPS experiment and the compl a int against the SPS tariff filed 
by Telus .

ORDERED by the Florida Public Serv ice Commiss i o n 
Flo rida , Inc.'s to extend its experiment al

59(4), Florida Statutes, t o notify part i es of any 
administ rative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders 
that is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida 
Statutes. as well as the procedures and time limits that 
apply . This notice should not be construed to mean all 
requests for an administrative hearing or judicial review will 
be granted or result in the relief sought . 

Any party adver sely af fected by the Commis sion's final 
action i n this matter may request : 1) reconsidecat i on of the 
decision by filing a motion for reconsiderati on with the 
Director. Division of Records and Reporting within fifteen (15) 
days of the i s suance of th i s order in the form p resc ribed by 
Rule 25-22.060 , Florida Administ r ative Code; or 2) judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case o f an electric, 
gas or telephone utility or the First District Cou rt of Appeal 
in the case of a water or sewer utility by filing a notice of 
appeal with the Director, Divi s i o n of Records and Re por t ing and 
filing a copy of the notice o f ap peal and the filing fee with 
the appropriate court. This f il i ng must be completed within 
thirty (30) days after the i s suance of this orde r. pursuant to 
Rule 9 . 110 . Flor i da Rules of Appe llate Procedure. The notice 
of appeal must be i n t he fo rm specif ied i n Rule 9. 900{a), 
Florida Rules of Appel la t e Proc edure . 
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
